TIF DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT – Todd & Kristen Alexander:  Mr/Mrs Alexander have sold the property at 1 5th Street West and have asked that the TIF Development Agreement be cancelled. Most of Commissioners felt that the contract had been cancelled in 2001 when the City Attorney notified the Alexander’s that they were in default of the agreement.  At the June 9th, 2003 Council meeting, the Council unanimously agreed not to pursue any legal action against the Alexander’s and directed that the EDA also sign the cancellation agreement.  Motion by Huppler and second by Nash to agree to cancel the TIF Development Agreement.  Motion carried with Commissioners Huppler, Carlson, Nash and Reihl voting aye, President Brannan voting nay and Commissioner Selle abstaining.  President Brannan commented that her opposition was because she felt that the original contract should have been reviewed more thoroughly by the City Attorney before entering into an agreement with the Alexander’s in 1998.

OLD BUSINESS:
∙ Brannan reported that she will be working on Mantorville’s business climate for a final paper due this summer.  In conjunction with her thesis, she would like the EDA, Chamber of Commerce and MRA to brainstorm their ideas and goals for the betterment of the City of Mantorville; 
∙ Selle reported that the Birthday committee’s hotdog stand raised $198.42 after expenses. There is an option to do another one on June 22nd during Olde Tyme Days;  

∙ Carlson said that the EDA minutes will now be included on the Council agenda;

∙ Nash will attend the next Chamber meeting to let them know that there is an opening on the EDA.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Carlson and second by Nash to adjourn at 6:50 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
