MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MONDAY, MARCH 24TH, 2003

7:30 P.M.

ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  delete Jeff Meyer; add Dick Swenke and Gary Thompson

MINUTES – March 10th meeting:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $66,671.81.  Motion carried unanimously.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Mark Stevens:  
• asked Council for clarification to relocate traffic signs on 9th Street West; consensus was to replace the stop signs at the intersection of 9th Street and West Street with yield signs;

• reported that Rochester Sand & Gravel was low bidder for blacktop at $36.59/ton; streets will require more patching this year because of frost damage;

• plans to focus on correcting drainage problems on 7th Street West this spring;

• reported that there is a lot of damage being done to City streets from the three (3) garbage haulers who service Mantorville; Council then discussed the possibility of limiting the number of haulers; the City Clerk and City Attorney will research the idea.

DAVID DROWN ASSOCIATES – Mike Bubany:  Mr. Bubany presented the summary of the bond sale results for the water tower project.  He reported that Eastwood Bank was the low bidder at 4.09% for the 20-year life of the bond.  There was a motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to approve Resolution No. 05-2003 authorizing sale of the bonds to Eastwood Bank.  Motion carried unanimously.

WATER RATE DISCUSSION – Mike Bubany:  There was much discussion about the proposed water rates.  Member Nash suggested that Council consider the 70/30 split rather than the 90/10 split that was discussed at the March 10th meeting.  Mr. Bubany reminded Council that after a couple months, the rates may have to be adjusted in order to assure enough money to make the bond payments.  Motion by Member Nash and second by Mayor Carlson to approve Resolution No. 03-2003 “A Resolution Temporarily Increasing the Monthly Customer Service Charge for Existing and Future Sewer and Water Service Users Within the City of Mantorville” by $12.02/month/user.  Motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING – Ordinance No. 153 aka “The Zoning Ordinance”:  Member More suggested that corn be included as an acceptable burning material for Section 1.18(6) Outdoor Furnace Systems.  There was no one in the audience to speak against or in favor of the Zoning Ordinance.  Motion by Member More and second by Mayor Carlson to close the Public Hearing.  Motion carried unanimously.  There being no further discussion, there was a motion by Member More and second by Mayor Carlson to adopt Ordinance No. 153 with the addition of adding corn as an acceptable fuel.  Motion carried unanimously.

DICK SWENKE:  Mr. Swenke stated that he had a purchase agreement for the Mantorville Social Club.  He said that currently he is turning wedding receptions away at his club in Kasson so he plans to hold some of the receptions in Mantorville with the catering coming from Kasson.  He will return to the April 14th meeting with completed applications for serving 3.2 malt liquor and annual dance permit.

SHERIFF GARY THOMPSON:  Sheriff Thompson was present to update the Council on the happenings in his department since January 1st.  He reported that the department is almost full staffed and that the time it takes to transport prisoners will be lessened after the new jail facility is finished in Owatonna.

CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT – WHKS & Co. – Bill Angerman:  

• Mr. Angerman reported that he had received a call from a developer with plans to purchase 100 – 120 acres on the north side of 608th Street about ½ mile east of the City limits.  The developer asked about the possibility of pumping their sewage to the City’s waste treatment plant.  

• told the Council about a new NPDES permit that is required for anyone who wishes to disturb one (1) acre or more of land.  Even though the chances of that happening are remote, a procedure will be set in place.

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT – Roger Petersen:  Mr. Petersen asked the Council’s wishes concerning Mediacom’s franchise agreement .  Consensus was to leave as is.

DODGE COUNTY HISTORICAL SOCIETY:  Bob & Vicki Peterson requested use of Riverside Park for a Rendezvous on September 26th , 27th & 28th.  Motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to grant the request.  Motion carried unanimously.

RESOLUTION NO. 04-2003 – Resolution Approving an Application for Minnesota Lawful Gambling Premise Permit at the Mantorville Saloon:  Motion by Member More and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the Resolution as presented.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson and Members Nash & More voting aye and Member Wilke abstaining.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  reported that Gary Bromley had requested a Public Hearing during the April 14th Council meeting for a Variance to build an oversized garage.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  

• reminded Council that the SMLM general membership meeting will be April 22nd in Pine Island;


• gave a report on the emergency preparedness seminar recently held in Dodge Center
