ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  none

MINUTES – January 26th meeting:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the Minutes with the inclusion that according to Minnesota Stat. §471.93 all statutory cities may appropriate money for the purpose of commemorating the anniversary of any important and outstanding event in the city’s history.  Motion carried unanimously.
WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Nash to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $17,685.20.  Motion carried unanimously.

CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT – Bill Angerman, WHKS & Co:  

∙ reported that there were problems with the controls at the water tower – believes that the pressure transducer froze;

∙ reported that the plans and specs for the 183’ water main extension in Blk 7 of Original Plat had been approved by the State Health Dept. The next step is for Scott Melder to provide a 10’ utility easement to the City.  Then there will be a preconference meeting to make sure that everyone is agreeable to what will take place.  Ownership of the line will revert to the City after completion.  Mr. Angerman recommends the Council approve the plans as presented.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to approve the plans contingent upon an easement being presented to the City.  Motion carried unanimously.
CITY CLERK’S REPORT: 

∙ reported that the Motion for Summary Judgment was postponed until February 17th (Gergen);


∙ the water meters will be in full use for the March 1st billing showing the February usage;


∙ the Fire Dept received a grant of over $15,000 to purchase new radios.

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:
∙ Member Brannan reported on a presentation she recently attended on Roberts Rules of Order – she will bring copies of the literature to a future Council meeting

MAYOR’S REPORT:

∙ wants to set up a 1½ hour work session on March 22nd at 7:00 p.m. during the Council meeting;

∙ Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Nash to obtain Open Meeting Law coverage as part of the general insurance policy.  Motion carried unanimously.

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT – Lee Bjorndal:  gave a brief presentation

∙ decided to have another public hearing on March 22nd to discuss the RFP for garbage service

PUBLIC HEARING – to consider the applications for an additional cable franchise:   Mary Ehmke from KM Telecom went through their application and explained the reasons why they were expanding their telephone service to include cable.  Will Lambert spoke in favor of KM Telecom’s excellent customer service.  There being no further comments from those in attendance, Mayor Carlson made the motion and Member Brannan second to close the public hearing at 8:15 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.  Mr. Bjorndal said that by accepting franchise fee checks from Mediacom, the City has had an agreement with Mediacom but that Mediacom cannot expect to have exclusive rights to the cable customers.  He suggested that the City formalize the agreement with Mediacom.  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Nash to entertain the additional application submitted by KM Telecom and allow them to proceed.  Motion carried unanimously.
CORRESPONDENCE/OTHER:  
∙ letter and billing statement from Roger Petersen for detailed itemization of the civil charges including dates, and number of hours charged to each item services performed from July 1st, 2003 to January 26th, 2004.  Total amount of the bill is $12,282.50.  Member Larsen requested that the City Clerk send a letter requesting a more d listed.  Further discussion was tabled until Council receives the information.  

ADJOURN:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to adjourn at 8:25 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
