ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  none

MINUTES – May 13th, 2002:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Lamphere to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Larson to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $29,657,70.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson and Members Lamphere and Larson voting aye and Member More abstaining.

2001 ANNUAL FINANCIAL REPORT – John Nelson:  Mr. Nelson reported that the City is in pretty good shape financially; that there are monies in reserves and because there were no major expenses for the water and sewer funds that the cash balance increased in the enterprise funds over $64,000.  He explained that the special assessment account for the Chestnut Street project had been closely audited and that there is over $36,000 remaining to be paid over time. He reminded the Council to continue to monitor the internal control and to ask questions if something doesn’t look right.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Lamphere to accept the 2001 Financial Report as submitted.  Motion carried unanimously.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT: - reminded Council:

• that it’s time to start  work on the 2003 annual budget;

• that there will be elections in November for two (2) Council positions and the Mayor’s chair;

• submitted a revised zoning map showing the areas currently zoned Agricultural that could possibly be changed to Residential R-1.  A public hearing will be scheduled for August to discuss the map and the comprehensive plan.

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT:  

• stated that the proposed Ordinance No. 151 will be available for the June 24th meeting

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:

• Member Larsen addressed the condition of the property at 414 6th Street West, CMS will be asked to do an inspection to address any health and/or safety issues;

• Member Larson questioned why the dump station is open to any one and not just those who camp in Mantorville’s RV park or residents?  

• Member Wilke reported that, to date, the Park Board has received donations totaling over $27,000 for new playground equipment for Riverside Park;

• Member Wilke discussed complaints about the lack of law enforcement’s presence to slow down speeders on Hwy 57;  Mayor Carlson will talk with Sheriff Weber about these concerns and other issues;

• Member Wilke also requested (and will receive) an update of the fire departments fix-it list.

• invitation from Mantorville Township for their open house on June 22nd ;
