MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
MONDAY, JANUARY 24, 2005

7:30 PM

CALL TO ORDER:  The Meeting was called to order by Mayor Carlson at 7:30 PM.

ADDITIONS/DELETIONS:  None

MINUTES – City Council Meeting of January 10, 2005:  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nord to accept the minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nord to approve the warrant list in the amount of $54,391.71.  Motion passed unanimously.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  Dave Leth was present to discuss the Maintenance Department report.  Mayor Carlson reported that she had received phone calls from residents commenting the maintenance crew on a good job of plowing after the snow storm.  
Discussion took place on looping the water from the pump in the NW part of town to the new water tower.  Motion made by Member Abel to table this for one month and bring it back to the February 28 meeting.  Council would like to know where Mark and Dave would like to have the money come out of to cover this expense and time to review the budget.  Motion was second by Member Carlson.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Discussion about cars parked on the street during snow removal are not being ticketed.   Too many cars remained on the street after the first snow removal, but this last one it seemed better.  Member Nash will check with the Sheriff’s Department to make sure they have both Mark and Dave’s cell phone numbers.

CORRESPONDENCE/OTHER:  Staff to contact the County regarding the date for the Board of Review.  Change it to a City Council meeting date.

CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT:  Bill Angerman of WHKS was present to discuss the preliminary report on the water and sewer project for the NW part of town.  Bill gave an update on the meeting with Duane Johnson of Dodge County that he, Mark and Cheryll attended on the 20th of January.  Does the City Council want to initiate talks with the townships regarding Orderly Annexation?  Motion made by Member Abel, second by Member Nord to initiate talks with the townships.  Staff will contact Duane Johnson and ask him to help facilitate a meeting with the Infrastructure representatives and the townships on implementing Orderly Annexation.  Motion passed unanimously.  
The City Council would like to take a look at implementing and enforcing a sump pump ordinance in the City.  Staff is to send a draft ordinance on to the City Attorney for inspection.  The infrastructure committee will look at it when they get together on the meeting with the townships.

Bill Angerman handed out a preliminary report on the sewer and water improvements in the NW section of town.  Discussion took place regarding the report.  Grinder pumps will be needed in the four homes located at the end of Monroe Court due to their elevations.  The City needs to determine who should pay for those pumps.  The City or the home owner.  Cost is approximately $3500.00 each.  The City should consider implementing a WAC (water availability charge) and SAC (sewer availability charge) fee.  The fee is charged to new builders when they need to connect to the water and sewer.  This might be important to consider for future developments that may happen after the City extends the water and sewer lines to the NW part of town.  
Mike Bubany was present to discuss the financial part of the project and what options the City has.  How many homes do they want to assess now, in five years, ten years?  Lee Bjorndal, City Attorney, and Mike Bubany, will get together to discuss assessments and the legal options available for the City and bring them back to the February 14 City meeting.

Motion made by Member Carlson to hold a Preliminary Assessment Hearing for the Public Improvement Project on Sewer and Water extensions in the NW portion of Mantorville.  The meeting will be held on February 28, 2005 at 8:00 PM.  Motion was seconded by Member Nash.  Motion was passed unanimously.
FIRE DEPARTMENT: Dale Brannan was present to discuss the Fire Department report and answer any questions.  It was the consensus of the Fire Department to nominate the following to their positions:  Fire Chief – Dale Brannan, Assistant Chief & Safety Officer – JJ Williams, Secretary – Gene Lushinsky, Financial Officer – Rog Nolte, Fire Marshal – Ken Granle, Training – Don Hofstad, Vehicle Maintenance Officer – Scott Singfiel, Equipment Maintenance Officer – Paul Lushinsky.  Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Abel to accept the Fire Department nominations.  Motion passed unanimously.  Member Brannan abstained from the vote.

Mayors Report – Mayor Carlson reminded the Council about the SMLM meeting on Thursday, 6PM at the Hubbell House.  Attendance is encouraged.  
Congratulations to Mayor Carlson who has been appointed to a MN Board by Govenor Pawlenty.

Adjourn:  Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Nord to adjourn the meeting at 9:36 PM.  Motion passed unanimously.
