1. Call to order – The meeting was called to order by Chair Brannan at 5:31 PM.  
2. Approval of June 5, 2006 meeting minutes – Approval is tabled until the next meeting of the EDA.

Motion made by Member Nash, second by Chair Brannan to accept the financial report as submitted.  The budget balance is a negative due to the Omni Environmental bills and the pulling of the wells and soil testing.  The EDA will be reimbursed for 90% of the costs and the paperwork has been submitted to the State by Omni Environmental.  Motion passed unanimously.

4. Items of Discussion – 

· Omni Environmental bills – Cami is to contact Omni Environmental regarding the bills for the well cleanup, any future costs, and the status of the paperwork submitted to the State regarding reimbursement of the cleanup.  The EDA will not make any further donations to the Chamber or any other committee requests until they are clear on their reimbursements from the State.

· Update on Dick Krier – Dick Krier will be here to speak to the EDA and other volunteer committees on August 7, 2006 from 3pm to 7pm.  He will do a tour of the City and speak with Mantorville businesses to find out how they have been promoting their business. He will discuss the type of activities that have taken place in town to draw people in and give any suggestions for future activities.  The EDA is expecting 20-25 attendees.  All committees have been notified and Chair Brannan is taking care of the refreshments.

· Discussion on the silo pumps on the park lots.  There is concern regarding how far they come out of the ground and Marigold Days.  City Staff Matt Brekke had contacted Omni regarding them.  They cannot be level with the ground unless they are in cement or in a parking lot.  Lyle Hoaglund, Marigold Days Chair, is aware of this.  City staff will mark them with marking tape or paint so they are more noticeable and don’t get damaged.
· RFP for park lots – Discussion took place on the rough draft RFP for the empty park lots.  Cami will take members input and complete the rough draft for submittal at the August 18th meeting.  There is still some question regarding what if anything can even be built on those lots due to them being located in a flood plain.  Staff has not heard from Pete at WHKS regarding any information on that.  Another call will be made.  
· EDA meeting for August 1 – Due to this being the date for National Night out, the EDA will not meet until August 18th.

· Businesses for Sale – The EDA discussed the two businesses for sale in town.  The Restaurant has a new realty sign posted.  Cami is to call to get a time for a walk through.  There is question on the Country Home Store and the status of the building.  The EDA will discuss with Dick Krier how they can get involved in the sales of the open buildings on town.  
· An update was given by Marjorie Rapp, Chamber President.  There is talk that she will be moving her business to her home and having the Chamber open up a welcome center in the open building.  There is still a lot of discussion regarding it and who will staff it, hours of operation, etc.  She gave an update on a couple of other chamber items.  They are looking into putting flowers on the light poles in town; the Chamber donated cakes for National Night out.

5. Roundtable – 

· Karen Khavari gave an update on discussion with Don Pappas and “Pappas Court”.  Don would be willing to donate $7,000 towards the creation of the area.  Karen submitted some plans to the EDA that she had just received prior to the meeting.  Don has not seen them as of yet.  There is some question as to who will be taking care of the area and who will be paying for the amount not donated by Don Pappas.  Karen is to submit plans to Don and go from there.  Another status update will be given at the August EDA meeting.
