MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, APRIL 25, 2005

Mayor Diane Carlson called the meeting to order at 8:45 PM

A. Additions/Deletions to Agenda – None

B. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Brannan to pass the consent agenda as written and the warrant list in the amount of $8001.77.  Motion passed unanimously.

C. Old Business – Terry Sell Variance – Discussion on the letter from Lee Bjorndal and previous discussion.  The Council is still unclear as to some of the items regarding the building in question and would like to have Mr. Sell present at the next council meeting for verification.

D. New Business – 

1. Dave Brekke was present to discuss the water problems on his property.  He would like to have a culvert put in so the water has some where to go instead of sitting on the ditch on his property.  Both Mark Stevens and Bill Angerman were present to discuss the problems.  They both agreed that the whole road needs to be redone and that it would be fruitless to do a partial fix at this time when the whole project will need to be done soon.  Mark and Bill will take another look at the area, gather information and bring back some numbers concerning redoing the whole road and also just doing a partial fix at this time.  City Council Members are to take a look at the area in question.  The information will be brought to the next Council Meeting in May.

2. Lyle Hoaglund – Marigold Days Committee – A request from the Marigold Days Committee to use City Facilities for the Annual Event which will be held September 10th and 11th this year.  They are asking for the eliminating of parking on 4th and 5th Streets this year during the festival, approval for fireworks and use of the other City park for overflow camping.  The Marigold Committee will bring all the information, maps and whatnot concerning the festival to a Council meeting in July.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Mayor Carlson, to allow the MRA use of the City park’s for Marigold Days and approval of the fireworks pending the proper paperwork and insurance.  Motion was passed unanimously.  Parking on the bridge in the past has been a problem.  Cami is to talk to the State and find out if we can ban parking on the bridge during the event.
3. Mantorville Relief Associaiton – Roger Nolte was present to discuss the by-laws.  Few changes were made.  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Abel to accept the Mantorville Relief Association By-laws as written.  Motion passed unanimously with Member Brannan abstaining.

4. Resolution 02-2005 – Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Mayor Carlson to approve the amendment to the Council Bylaws regarding the meeting time change.  Motion passed unanimously.  Beginning with the May 23rd regular City Council meeting, the new meeting time will by 6:30 PM instead of 7:30 PM.

5. Gary Riehl, NW Water Sewer Project – Mr. Riehl was present with some questions regarding the project.  Some of his questions were as follows:  was the project initiated by a 4/5 vote or the petition?  Are the 68 future homes part of the feasibility study?  Is the City financially ready for the project?  Mayor Carlson intervened by telling Mr. Riehl that all of his questions had been answered previously and does he have any new questions he would like to ask at this time?  Mr. Riehl asked if the Council would allow him to search for any grants or monies that might be out there for this project and bring any information to the Council.  The Council stated that he was more than welcome to do that and if he finds anything that they have not yet found, to let them know.

**Council approved Dave Leth to WW School on May 10th and 11th.
**Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nord to accept the          low bid for labor of $6,750 by Swenke for the Storm Sewer Project on 7th Street between Clay and Walnut.  The total project will run about $15,000 in total and the City already has $30,000 put aside for it.  Motion passed unanimously.
**Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Brannan to accept the blacktop prices of Rochester Sand and Gravel at $36.35/ton.  Motion passed unanimously.

**Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Nash to accept the bid of $ 3,000.00 from Bargon for crack filling.  Motion passed unanimously. 

**A request from resident Mike Shea to pave his driveway and have the area that is short of his drive blacktopped when we do our streets.  He is willing to pay for it.  Council approved the request as long as he pays for it.

** Information regarding the new pump for the sewer plant that they had to order.  It was not feasible to just repair the old one.  With the pumps running at 15 years old, we will start to see them break down.
