2. Additions/Deletions to the Agenda – None
3. Adopt 2006 Budget – Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nash to adopt the 2006 City of Mantorville Budget.  Total General Budget Expenses at $677,900 and proposed revenues at $337,379 for a levy amount of $340,521.  The levy amount will not change from last year (2005).  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Brannan to adopt Resolution 21-
2005, a Resolution Adopting the Final Property Tax Levy Collectable in 2006, in the 
amount of $340,521.  Motion passed unanimously.

4. Discussion – City Clerks Report
a. Cami updated the Council on the issue with a horse living within City Limits.  She discussed the current ordinance with the City Attorney as requested by the Council.  Per Ordinance No.78, no horses are allowed within City limits by anyone who owns property.  A letter will be sent out to the property owners stating that the horse must be removed within 30 days of the date of the letter.  

b. Cami also discussed the issue of having attorney fee’s reimbursed the Rich Balcome who incurred those fees when the vacation of his easement was taking place.  Although the City attorney drafted all of the paperwork, Mr. Balcome felt that he had been harassed and did not trust the City in the legalities of the vacation procedure.  The City did follow the laws as required and all of the proper paper work from the very beginning did not change.  Cami will send a letter out to Mr. Balcome stating that the City will not reimburse him for any attorney fees he incurred.

c. Due to the Council not meeting until January 9th, Cami would like to do another warrant list before year end.  Permission to do so was granted and the Mayor will meet with Cami during the last week of the month to approve and sign checks.

d. Cami updated the Council on the new Software installation for the accounting and utility billing.  The installs have been completed and training on 2 of the three applications has been done.  The new software is very user friendly and staff is excited to begin using it the first of the year.
