1. Call to Order – Mayor Gall called the meeting to order at 7:02 PM.

2. Additions/Deletions to Agenda – No additions or deletions to the agenda.  Mayor Gall asked Member Abel to give an update on the last Planning and Zoning Meeting.

3. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Abel to approve the consent agenda as written.  Motion passed unanimously.

6. Old Business

a) Budget Discussion; General, Water and Sewer

b) Resolution 2006-13. A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE TAX LEVY COLLECTIBLE IN THE YEAR 2007.  Motion made by Member Brannan second by Member Abel to approve the Resolution 2006-13 and adopt the tax levy of $370,590 for 2007.  Mayor Gall asked for discussion.  Mayor Gall met with City staff earlier in the day to go over the budget numbers and try to decrease the expenditures for 2007.  Overall, he was proposing $10,000 in cuts in the expenditure line items.  Member Brannan and Member Abel opposed those cuts saying that the budget was discussed in much detail by the council up to this point.  The City did not increase its tax levy from 2006-2007 and lost LGA money.  The year end final numbers are very tight and there is nothing to carry over to reserves.  Member Abel stated that you have to plan for worst case scenario.  If you cut yourself short it could be a bad result.  After much discussion, the motion to approve the tax levy of $370,590 was passed with Members Brannan, Nash and Abel voting for and Mayor Gall and Member Reding voting against.  The General Budget for 2007 is set at $718,976.

Water Budget – Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Nash to approve the water budget at $149,825 for 2007.  Motion passed unanimously.        
Sewer Budget – Motion made by Member Reding, second by Mayor Gall to approve the Sewer Budget at $132,976 for 2007.  Members voting in favor were Reding and Gall.  Members voting against were Nash, Abel, and Brannan.  Motion died.  Discussion and review of the line item amounts took place.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Abel to approve the sewer budget at $134,476.  Motion passed unanimously.
7. New Business

a) Liquor License Approval, VFW - Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Abel to approve the 2007 Club Liquor License for the VFW.  Motion passed unanimously.

b) Approval of vacation time carry over – Per the City’s personnel policy, any remaining vacation time at year end needs to be approved by the City Council for carry over to the next year.  Cami discussed with the Council the remaining balances and informed them that staff has vacation planned for the Spring of 2007 that will use up the remaining time.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Abel to approve the carry over of all vacation balances for each employee into 2007.  Employee’s are encouraged to use up their time and not carry over any amounts into 2008.

Council took a short break from 8:45 – 8:50 PM.

8. TBD – transition discussion between new Council Members and old Council Members.  Mayor Gall discussed with the Council the various Commissions and/or Committee’s currently in place.  He has added and/or broken up various committees’ and offered volunteers for each one.  The appointments will be approved at the first meeting in January.

a) Mayors Report – Nothing to report but he did thank Ross Abel and Luke Nash for their service on the Council.
b) City Clerks Report – None

· Abel – Planning and Zoning now has two vacancies.  Staff is to start advertising for those positions.

· Brannan – Annie gave an update on the EDA.  Marjorie Rapp is now a new member and Cami Reber will step down as a voting Member.  She will remain the staff contact for the EDA and will continue to take the minutes.  The EDA is asked to now tape record their meetings for minute taking as Cami cannot attend each meeting.  Annie asked about who owns the steps at the museum and noted that they are deteriorating and need to be fixed.  Cami is to inquire with Matt Brekke as to who owns them.
· Nash – The last arena board meeting will take place tomorrow.  Updates to the Council will now be given by the person taking Luke’s place.  Luke does plan to stay involved though.
