MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY APRIL 12, 2010
6:30 PM

1. Call to Order – Mayor Nash called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.
Members Present: Luke Nash, Annie Brannan, Bill Reding, Chuck Bradford and Linda Schmidt

2. Pledge of Allegiance - Done
3. Additions/Deletions to Agenda - None
4. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Schmidt to approve the consent agenda as read;  
a) City Council Meeting Minutes March 22, 2010
b) Warrant List April 12, 2010
c) Dodge County Board of Commissioners Agenda April 13, 2010
Motion passed unanimously.

7. Old Business/New Business
a) 2009 Audit Presentation – Jason Boynton, Smith Schaeffer & Associates, presented the results of the 2009 City Audit.  An unqualified clean opinion was presented.  The MDA portion of the audit is prepared by the City.  The management letter outlines the limitation of segregation of duties due to the limitation of size of the entity.  12 correcting journal entries were made. 
A summary of the audit is as follows:

· General Fund reserves of $456,681 equal 83% of annual general fund expenditures.

· General Capital Projects Funds ($445,351) are available for future capital improvements and equipment identified in the 3 year Capital Improvement Plan.

· Balance of fire truck acquisition was funded with $176,000 equipment certificates issued in 2009.

· NW W/S Capital fund was closed in 2009.

· All debt service funds are currently funded and all outstanding bonds are being paid on a timely basis.

· Water Fund is building cash reserves while continuing to serve outstanding debt obligations.  2009 rate increases should improve performance.

· Sewer Fund is maintaining cash reserves while continuing to serve outstanding debt obligations.  Outstanding sewer debt paid was retired in 2009.
Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Reding to accept the 2009 audit as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.  The complete audit is on file at City Hall.
b) Mantorville Saloon Street Closure Requests – Pulled
c) JJ Williams – FD Request for Training/other
· The Fire Department is recommending Dave Worstman to the Mantorville Fire Department.  He is already a fire fighter for Rochester.  No additional training will be required and he brings a lot of experience to the Department.  
· On May 5, there will be a mock accident drill being done at the KM High School.  This is done yearly and involves local and state police, ambulance, and Mayo One.  This is done before Prom to give the kids an idea of what can happen in an accident.  He is inviting everyone to attend.
· Have received grants for the 800 mhz systems; the mobile radios are installed and up and working.  We just received word that we did get approved for another grant for 12 portable radios.  This is a matching grant of 5% and Relief is going to pick up that portion.  The County is aware that the City is getting the radios.    

· The uniform committee wants to change the department patch to Mantorville Fire and Rescue vs. Mantorville Volunteer Fire Department.  He needs to check with the State on how that actually works and he believes they need to approve it.  They would like the Council to approve a temporary change so they can get the patches approved.  JJ will follow up on what will all need to be changed and what type of cost will be involved.  He will bring this back to the Council.

· Training budget – they were approved for a grant this year but don’t know if we will receive those funds.  That will leave them with only $900 for training for the rest of the year.  They hope to do a couple of trainings yet this year.  The cost may be $500 each time.  They could possibly take from another line item if Council were to approve.  JJ could sit down with the Finance Committee to come up with a plan.  He is to bring a plan to next Council Meeting.  JJ will meet with the Finance Committee before it.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford for the Finance Committee to find up to $1,000 for two training sessions for the Fire Department.  Motion passed unanimously.    
· State Fire School in Red Wing - 4 or 5 guys attended and we took the air compressor over and the schooling was free to those that attended.  We received a plaque for use of the air compressor.  The cost would have been between $200 - $300 per person to attend.    
· Audit numbers – left over amount of $22,000 in FD Budget.  Has Council decided if that’s going to roll over somewhere?  This should be put on the next agenda.  Finance Committee will discuss and bring forward recommendations.  
· Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Reding to approve David Worstman to the Mantorville Fire Department.  Motion passed unanimously.    
d) Orderly Annexation Agreement
The final draft of the Orderly Annexation Agreement was presented to the Council after proper notification was made in the local newspaper.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Reding to approve the Orderly Annexation Agreement and Joint Resolution Between the Township of Mantorville and The City of Mantorville, Minnesota.  Motion passed unanimously.  This will be forwarded on to Mantorville Township so they can approve and sign it.   
e) SEMLM Membership Meeting
The meeting is being held in Austin on Thursday, April 29.  Mayor Nash will be attending.  Anyone else who is interested should let him know and they can go together.  Let Cami know so she can get you registered.
f) Burn Ordinance
Council discussed the final draft of the burn ordinance.  Member Bradford asked if we want to allow the burning of leaves even in the fire pit.  Mayor Nash feels it is getting away from the intent.  Member Reding feels it is unnecessary because the county offers free disposal of leaves.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Reding to approve AN ORDINANCE REGUALTING THE CONDUCT OF BURNING WITHIN THE CITY OF MANTORILLE.  Motion passed 4-1 with Member Bradford voting against.
g) Water Disconnection and NSF Check Policy 
Council discussed the draft policy submitted for their review and adoption.  The policy addresses when disconnection of the utility will take place and addressing NSF payments.  After the 3rd receipt of an NSF payment within 12 months, the city will not accept payment on the account by check.  A time limit of 12 months was added.  After that, the payment on the account can be made by check.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to approve Resolution 2010-03, A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING A POLICY FOR DISCONNECITON AND RECONNECTION OF A UTILITY SERVICE AND PENALTIES FOR NSF CHECKS with the recommended changes.  Motion passed unanimously.

h) Resolution 2010-04 – A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN AMENDMENT TO THE MASTER FEE SCHEDULE 
The amendment to the fee schedule includes a fee for manufactured homes of $120 and updated impoundment fees.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Brannan to approve Resolution 2010-04.  Motion passed unanimously.  
i) Approval for 2010 Ballfield Maintenance
Adam received two quotes for the fertilizing of the baseball fields for 2010.  Prosource One is $1,752 and Bzoskie Professional Lawn Care is $4,800.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Schmidt to accept the Prosource One quote.  Motion passed unanimously.  Member Reding asked about any request from Adam for rock in Riverside Park.  He requested that the Council approve $500 to purchase rock for Riverside park because it is badly needed and should be done before the Farmers Market gets up and running.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Reding to authorize Adam to spend up to $500 of his park maintenance budget to buy rock.  Motion passed unanimously.

a) Public Works Report – None
b) City Clerk Report – Cami reported on the following;
· Discussed use of Sentence to Serve for clean up and maintenance projects around town.  Council approved it.
· The owner of the property with the collapsed garage is requesting a 30 day extension for clean up, to May 17.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Schmidt to approve the extension for cleanup of the collapsed garage to be completed by May 17.  Motion passed.

· Adam is requesting approval to attend Wastewater school so he can obtain his class D license.  This is a requirement for his job.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Schmidt to approve Adam to attend the class in June plus the cost of lodging for two nights.  Motion passed unanimously.

· The MN Historical Society will be conducting research and a new updated survey of the Mantorville Historic District.  Member Schmidt has asked to be contacted to participate in any meetings that will be taking place.  Council approved.

· Approval granted for Cami to attend a seminar on the health insurance reform and how it will impact our city.  The cost is $15 and it does take place after work hours.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Bradford to approve and Cami is to try and flex the extra hours.  Motion passed unanimously.  

c) Consultant Report – None
d) Committee Report – reports were given by the following committees;
· Chamber – they discussed past and future events
· EDA – is going to host some training classes regarding GPS and how to get information  about our city into the appropriate GPS databases.  They would like to try to get 50 people to attend at $10 a ticket in order to help cover the cost otherwise the EDA will pay for the difference.  It will tentatively be held at the school with a target date of May 5.  Still waiting to finalize the location.  Karl Huppler’s term is over in April 2010 and he is consenting to continue the seat.  Council asked to have it put on the next agenda for formal approval.  The officers were elected as follows; President – Tammy Neseth, Vice President – Karl Huppler, and Treasurer – Annie.   
· Fire Department – had a training on shutting down a Hybrid vehicle 

· Park Board – Tandem Bike donation to go for a possible new bike rack.  They had discussion on removing some of the ash trees.  They gave preliminary approval for a trail to run through Riverside Park.  

· Personnel – they met with Staff for their bi-monthly meeting.  An update was given on that. 

· Relief – had their quarterly meeting and things are doing good
·  Township – the Orderly Annexation Agreement will now go to them for approval.
e) Council Member Report

· Member Schmidt – asked about the status of the garbage cans along the dump road trails.  Mayor Nash hasn’t heard anything back on this.  The Park Board is still waiting for a written letter to ok removal of the park equipment at the school.  Mayor Nash will try to push for an answer.  It was brought to her attention by a commissioner as to would the city be interested in purchasing the home that the county bought for the parking lot?  Mayor Nash stated that this is something that could be discussed and he is going to follow up on it.    
· Member Brannan – Nothing but an apology for her frustration.

· Member Reding – None

· Member Bradford – owes the Council a report based on his continuation on the Council and he will be fulfilling his term on Council.

f) Mayor Report 

Has talked to Mayor Tjossis and worked out a cleanup date where both cities will work on cleaning up their respective parks and work their way to the dump road and meet in the middle.  The date is set for May 24th @ 8 am.  The Mantorville people will meet in Riverside Park for the park cleanups.  Member Schmidt asked if there are those that cannot commit their time, can they donate anything for this.  Mayor Nash said we could accept something.
