ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  add Mark Gamm, Scott Rose and Ann Driver

MINUTES – July 14th Meeting:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Larsen to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.  Council acknowledged receipt of the July 15th Park Board Minutes and June 11th EDA Minutes.
WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $39,048.38.  Motion carried unanimously.

MARIGOLD DAYS COMMITTEE – Paul Larsen:  Mr. Larsen reported that the MRA would like to include fireworks as part of the Marigold Days celebration.  Council granted permission to use Goat Island for the display and set the permit fee at $5.00.  The Committee also requests to close off 4th Street west of the Clay Street intersection in order to erect a stage for entertainment and the Miss Mantorville contest. Council granted permission to close the street .
5TH STREET/HWY 57 INTERSECTION:  Ann Driver, representing the Hubbell House, was invited to discuss the traffic issue at the intersection discussed at previous meetings.  Some of the suggestions included additional signage pointing toward the Hubbell House parking lot, angle parking on both the north and south sides of 5th Street East between the Hwy and the alley, eliminating two (2) handicap parking spaces near the Hubbell House door, setting up a committee to research the issues and solutions and several others.  Motion by Member Nash and second by Member Larsen to try angle parking on the north and south sides of 5th Street East from Hwy 57 to the first alley.  Motion carried with Members Larsen, Nash, More and Wilke voting aye and Mayor Carlson voting nay.  Project is to be completed by September 1st, 2003.

MARK GAMM – Dodge County Environmental Quality:  Mr. Gamm was present to discuss his offer of assisting the City with the garbage hauler issue by helping develop an ordinance, hauler licensing, contract bidding, etc.  Member Nash will meet with him on Friday to gather information.  
DEPUTY SCOTT ROSE – Disorderly Use Ordinance:  Deputy Rose explained the purpose and intent of adopting a Disorderly Use Ordinance and that Mantorville was one of the only Cities in Dodge County that doesn’t have one.  He said that the program could be implemented at almost no cost to the City.  The Sheriff’s Department would oversee the entire program.  Deputy Rose said that the steps would be to draft an ordinance, a rental certificate application, notify all rental property owners and set up a rental complaint board.  Questions came up about how to handle the mobile home park since the homes are probably owned by the tenant but the lot is rented. City Attorney Roger Petersen stated that he doesn’t think such an ordinance is needed here in Mantorville and that it would be putting an onerous burden on the landlords.  Member Larsen said that by adopting this program that the City would be proactive instead of reactive.  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to move forward and asked that Mr. Petersen have a draft Ordinance prepared for the August 25th Council meeting.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson, Members Larsen, Nash and Wilke voting aye and Member More voting nay.
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Roger Nolte:  

∙ requested that James Tibbals be appointed as a new firefighter;


∙ asked that the letter to MnDOT re fire signs on Hwy 57 be signed and mailed;

∙ The City Attorney had been asked to research the legality of a junior firefighter program and his findings were that according to State Statute 424A.01 that it is unlawful for a city to employ a minor in a fire fighting capacity.   

∙ suggested that if City Hall’s basement was to be used as a storm shelter, that emergency lighting be installed;
∙ Member Wilke asked that the fire department report to the N.W. section of town to sound their sirens during tornado warnings until the siren gets repaired.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:


∙ Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Wilke to approve payment of Pay Request No. 2 to Phoenix Fabricators & Erectors Inc in the amount of $117,473.40 as recommended by WHKS.  Motion carried unanimously.

∙ asked that receipt of the FEMA letter re the John Gergen property be acknowledged;

∙ mentioned that the 60-day rule pertaining to land use had some minor changes effective in June.

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT:

∙ presented Resolution No. 07-2003 “Resolution Approving Deed Restrictions for Riverside Park” for Council review.  The restrictions are in conjunction with the DNR grant and state that the Park property shall be permanently managed and maintained for outdoor recreation purposes only.  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Nash to approve Resolution No. 07-2003 as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.
∙ questioned the June 11th EDA meeting minutes in reference to a statement made by Annie Brannan that the City Attorney should have reviewed the Alexander’s TIF agreement more thoroughly before it was approved.  He wants to go on record that he did not draft the agreement.  

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:

∙ Member Larsen reported that they are moving forward with the DNR grant by providing the additional information that was requested;
∙ Council okayed use of the Chambers for Friends of the Park meetings;

∙ Mayor Carlson appointed Luke Nash to fill the open position on the Park Board as recommended by the Park Board;

∙ will be meeting with EF Anderson on August 12th to make final decisions about playground equipment;

∙ hopes to start excavation of the tennis courts in August with installation of the playground equipment to be after Marigold Days

RESOLUTION NO. 06-2003 (tabled from July 14th meeting):  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to approve Resolution No. 06-2003 “Resolution Approving an Application for Minnesota Lawful Gambling Premise at the Relay Station”.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson, Members Larsen, Nash and More voting aye and Member Wilke abstaining.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  

∙ read through several LMC research memos concerning hiring practices;


∙ reminded Council that budget discussions will commence at the August 11th meeting

ADJOURN:   Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to adjourn at 10:10 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
