ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  none

MINUTES – February 11th meeting:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Lamphere to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Wilke to approve payment of the Warrant List in the amount of $28,164.76.  Motion carried unanimously.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Mark Stevens:  

• Mr. Stevens mentioned that Mantorville Township had moved into their new Townhall and were interested in selling their building located next to the City’s maintenance shed.  Member More suggested that a Township Board Member should attend a Council meeting with an offer.  The City Clerk will send an invitation to the Board Members.

• Mr. Stevens wants to order four (4) additional garbage receptacles that match the ones purchased last year.  His plan is to replace several each year until they’re all the same.

• He also said that he’s expecting a crew in soon to televise the sewer lines in the older sections of town.

DONNIE ZWEIFEL – Car Lot:  Council Members questioned Mr. Zweifel about the number of used cars he has for sale.  The City was under the understanding that he was allowed five (5) cars with his current license.  Mr. Zweifel stated that he needed to show he had space for five cars before the State would grant him a license to purchase cars at auction, not that he was only allowed five. Also, Mr. Zweifel was asked to not place used cars for sale at the Mantor Mart.  Further discussion at a future meeting.

BUTCH SCHARTZ:  Mr. Schwartz will be asked again to attend a Council meeting or remove the small white shed in the southeast corner of his parking lot. 

MANTORVILLE SOCIAL CLUB:  The owner will be asked to attend a Council meeting to discuss the littering problem after a Johnny Holmes concert.

BOARD OF REVIEW:  Scheduled for April 22nd, 2002 from 7 p.m. to 7:30 p.m.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  Continuation of discussion from the February 11th meeting about establishing a mission and vision statement for the Council.  Member Wilke suggested that reference to “Historic Mantorville” preservation be included.  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Wilke to adopt the draft with the recommended changes.  Motion carried unanimously.

DEBRIS ORDINANCE – possible violations:  Pictures of several properties with multiple vehicles or demo cars were discussed and will be turned over to Law Enforcement for follow-up. The next step will be to turn the information over to the City Attorney for legal action.
