7. Old Business/New Business

a)  City Sidewalks

Barb Schrandt was present to discuss removing of the sidewalk from around their house along 5th Street and West.  They are concerned that there are some liability issues present because of the deterioration of the current sidewalk.  They would like to remove it and put grass in the area.  Member Reding feels that we should let them remove it because they are a hazard.  Per the City ordinance, it would be up to the City to fix them if it the hazard is caused by a City boulevard tree. 

Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Reding that the City have them removed.  Amendment made by Member Reding to allow the property owners to remove the sidewalk.  Adam commented that sidewalks are put in to keep people off the streets.  If we keep letting people take out sidewalks there won’t be anywhere for people to walk except in the streets and then they will complain.  Adam had some calls in to get pricing for replacement but doesn’t have all the prices back.  He thinks we should have a storm sewer and sidewalk fund.    Mayor Nash has been thinking about what we want to do through town for sidewalks.  He doesn’t feel we are in a position to have them replaced if they aren’t usable in the present position. We are gaining here because the property owner is taking and removing all the concrete that would cost us money.  We can always put in a sidewalk in the future if we choose.  Motion passed unanimously.

· Public Works

1. Trade up the Kabota due to the hours that are being put in on it.  Adam will bring the cost to the first meeting in September.  He is thinking about $8,000 which includes trade in.
2. Part time Park help @ $8.00/hr for strickly mowing and ball fields.  He estimates the cost at $3,500 per year.

3. Campground entrance will need to change.  The dump station will need to be reconfigured.  Ballpark estimate given $4,000 - $7,000.  He will get quotes on this and bring back to Council.

a)  Public Works Report – Adam reported on the following:

· Ken from UC labs noted that we need more lighting installed in the domes at the WWTP as the lighting now is a safety issue.  An estimate was received from Maxson Electric for $6,400.  This includes 8 fixtures with 4 bulbs in each.  This will be increasing to 1,000 watts per dome compared to 100 watts now.  The lights are not on all the time, only as needed.  Finance committee will review this but they think that it should just be done since it is a safety issue and the cost will come out of sewer fund.

· MRA is requesting use of the water tower land for staging of the Marigold Days parade.  Adam doesn’t see a problem.  Council said yes as long as they clean it up.

· Update on the campground; seven of the 10 sites are completed and available.

· Dave and Adam will begin pickup of Riverside Park starting at 6 pm on Sunday after Marigold Days.  If anyone is interested in helping, they should come to the park.
· Adam started priming City Hall today with painting to begin soon.
