MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MINUTES

1. Call to Order – The regular meeting of the Mantorville City Council was called to order on Monday, May 23, 2005 by Mayor Diane Carlson.

2. Additions/Deletions to Agenda –  None
3. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nash to approve the consent agenda.  Motion carried unanimously.

4. Old Business
A).  Local Board of Appeal – reconvene – Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nord to approve the County Assessors report for those who attended the meeting or those residents that were discussed regarding changes to their property valuations.  Motion passed unanimously.  The complete assessors report is on file at City Hall. 
B).  Terry Sell variance - After discussion regarding the variance request by Terry Sell for a detached garage with all of the proper information submitted, and approval by the MRA a motion was made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nord to approve.  Motion was passed unanimously.

C).  Assessment Policy – Discussion on the new Special Assessments policy.  Wording to include senior citizen deferral and hardship deferral will be included in the policy.  The draft copy will come to council on the second meeting in June for discussion.
5. New Business

A.) Metes and Bounds request – Brannan – Dale Brannan was present to request approval to split his parcel into two separate parcels.  One being 1.61 acres and the other 2.53 acres.  Both parcels but up to 5th Street and are divided by a driveway.  Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Nord to approve the Metes and Bounds request by Dale Brannan.  Motion passed unanimously with Member Annie Brannan refraining from the vote.

B.) Replat requests – Tom Aarts of Mantorville was present to discuss his options of splitting up his lot.  Mr. Aarts has two lots; one he plans to sell and the other he would like to split up.  The City Council discussed the topic of allowing new septic and well systems within the city boundaries.  Direction was given to staff to provide applications to Tom Aarts and Tom Buechler for metes and bounds split.  The requests will come to council at a future meeting and a decision will made at that time.
C.) Draft Sump Pump Ordinance – Discussion on the ordinance the City is working on.  They plan to hold a public hearing in June or July to get it implemented.

D.) Old Tyme Days Tractor Pull – Darren Durst was present to get permission to hold this annual event.  Everything to be the same as in years past.  City Staff is to set up bleachers.  Park Board has approved the use of Riverside Park for the event.  It was the consensus of the Council to allow the Old Tyme Days Tractor Pull.

A.) Mayors Report – Mayor Carlson talked about a Community Summit Committee from four years ago that she would like to get up and running again.  Note that the LMC Conference is in December this year.

B.) City Clerks Report – City Clerk Cami Reber was not present but did leave a list of the following for the Council to address;
· Email from resident Dave Dripps regarding safety concerns on 5th Street East.  Council discussed speeding and visibility and noted that safety is a concern.  

· Email from Dave McNight of Dodge County regarding parking on 6th Street along the south side of the Courthouse.  The road narrows and it is hard for people to back out when other vehicles or trucks are parked there.  Council directed Mark Stevens to evaluate the situation and report back to Council what the best alternative will be.

· CMS to issue building permits – the Council was unclear as to what Cami was requesting.  She will address it at the next Council meeting.
C.)  Council Members Report – 

1.)  Annie Brannan – Member Brannan discussed how the EDA had set aside some money for assistance from City staff for researching on projects.  Is City Clerk Cami Reber able to support the additional assistance the EDA requires?  The City Personnel Committee will sit down and discuss the staff plans for the City and talk with Cami regarding the plans.  Member Brannan has put together an index of the City’s ordinances and will provide further information to the Council at a later date.
