2. Discussion and Public Comments on the vision and future uses of the Mantorville School Building.

a) Jamie Jencks – The land and building should be developed for a specific use that the City deems that they need.  It should be put back on the tax rolls.  He feel’s it is a win, win situation for the City to promote gaining access and ownership of the land, buildings etc.  The MRA has no legal claim to the Old Normal School.  Mr. Jencks feel’s, in his own opinion, that the KM School Board is looking at the highest financial gain for the property and not what is best for the City of Mantorville.  The KM School Board has shown they don’t have the heart of Mantorville in line as little communication has taken place with the Mantorville Council and they have already made the decision to move the school out of Mantorville.  The MRA needs for the Normal School to stay put in the original location so they can fund improvements to it.  If it is moved, the funding of grants goes away as it is not in the original site.

Member Reding stated that the School can also set up the same stipulations for use of the building just as the City can.  There would be a large amount of work and dollars that would need to be spent in order to renovate the building and remove the asbestos.  A major remodel would require everything being brought to code which would cost a lot.

b) Earlene King, Dodge County Historical Society Director – The Historical Society is in great need of space and the Mantorville School would allow for this with very little in renovations.  The DCHS would like to work more with the County of Dodge, City of Mantorville and other Organizations for the future of the Mantorville School.
