1. Call to Order – Mayor Carlson called the regular meeting of the City Council to order at 6:32 PM.

2. Additions/Deletions to agenda – Add the request from the United Methodist Church 5 e), pull the Council Minutes of 7/11/2005.
3. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nord to approve the consent agenda with the deletion of the Council Minutes of 7/11/2005.  Motion passed unanimously.
4. Old Business – None

5. New Business -  

a) Bid Approval NW W/S Project – City Engineer Bill Angerman explained the bid process to the Council and Public.  He then proceeded to read off the bids.  The following is a summary of the bids submitted;

The bids came in higher than expected with the low bid at $1,003,000.00 and the rough estimate earlier in the year at $815,000.00.  The amount assessed per household increase went from $17,000 to $21,000.  Those assessed fee’s do not include the hook up fee’s each resident will have to pay to run the water from the pipe at the curb to their home.  The City Council has 30 days from the date of bid opening to either accept or decline the bids.  There was discussion regarding if there would be a cost savings by laying the pipe in the road.  It won’t be a substancial savings but would save in the future costs of road repair for the area.  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Abel to have a meeting with the City Engineer, Financial Advisor and Infrastructure Committee to find ways to cut costs on the project so the homeowners aren’t assessed such a large amount.  The meeting will be set up and completed before the August 8 regular Council meeting.  The Council will make a decision on the bids at the August 8 meeting.
b) Personnel Committee recommendation – Employee reviews – COLA increase of 4% for each employee will take place effective August 1, 2005 per Personnel Committee recommendation.
c) Sump Pump Discussion – Discussion on what the City wants to do regarding sump pump inspection.  The finalized copy of the ordinance will be brought to the next City Council meeting for approval.  The Council will also come up with a timeline for inspection and completion of the project.

d) Streets CIP – A Capital Improve Plan for the city streets was done by Bill Angerman and Mark Stevens.  It is a schedule of street improvements that the City is to follow for budget purposes.  

6. TBD

a) Mayors Report

1. Retreat dates set up for August 27 and September 24.  Both are Saturdays and the time will be from 9am-3pm.  Members and City Staff are to attend.

2. Public Works Street Supervisor, Mark Stevens, gave his written two week notice effective July 18, 2005.  The job opening will be posted and applications accepted until August 1, 2005.

b) City Clerks Report

1. Warrant list report – discussion regarding the layout of the warrant list which now shows budget balances per department line item that a payable is made from.

2. City Hall Cleaning rate of pay – discussion regarding compensation for the person that provides cleaning of City Hall which includes the fire department bathrooms.  Gloria Plotnick has done the cleaning since 1999 at the same rate of pay.  Cami will provide information at the next Council meeting regarding the increase.
3. Estimated 2006 LGA Amounts – The preliminary LGA amounts were posted and the City of Mantorville is estimated to receive $243,062.00.  The actual numbers will be posted on August 1, 2005.

4. Septic Systems/Wells – Discussion regarding the recent metes and bounds split to some property that is located within City limits but is not serviced by City Utilities.  The owner is selling the lots but there are questions regarding whether the City will allow new septic systems and wells within City limits.  The current ordinance states that the City will allow them at this time, but the Council’s goal is to prevent any more within City limits and to schedule a timeline in which all area’s will be hooked up to City utilities.  It is a process that is in the works but will take considerable time to complete.
c. Council Members Report

1. Annie Brannan – Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Mayor Carlson to accept the resignation of Gary Reihl from the EDA Board.

2. Luke Nash – Member Nash was contacted by a resident asking if a building permit had been issued to another resident who was doing work on his home.

3. Nate Nord – Discussion regarding the Annexation meeting which was cancelled yet the people that showed up for the meeting did have some discussion.  The City needs to spend time in planning the future of adding City utilities to those parts of the City that do not have them.  The Comp plan needs to be finished.  

Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Mayor Carlson to close the regular Council Meeting at 7:55 PM.

The Executive session was opened at 7:56 PM.

Discussion on pending issues.

Motion made by Member Abel, second by Member Nash to close the executive session at 8:15 PM.
The regular meeting reopened at 8:16 PM.

Discussion on the interview process for the Public Works Streets Supervisor.  The first round of interviews will take place on August 2nd.  Dave Leth, Wastewater Supervisor is to put together a list of job specific questions for the interview.  He will be on the interview panel.  

Dave was present for an update on what is going on town.  The council recommended that the park bathrooms return to being locked nightly, 7th street has been seeded where work was done on the storm sewer project, the shingling is done on the park shelters, lead and copper testing is done and all is good.

Discussion regarding the new sidewalks in Riverside Park.  The Marigold Days committee is concerned that the vendors will not be able to get in and out without having to cross the sidewalks.  The Park Board is requesting that no-one drive on them.  If damage is done due to Marigold Days, the MRA will need to pay for the repairs.  The City is asking the MRA to have no parking signs put up on the bridge during Marigold Days.  Parking on the bridge causes a traffic hazard.
Discussion on hiring a part-time mower for the City.

Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Brannan to adjourn the meeting at 8:40 PM.
