Items of Discussion:

1. Mantorville Sign Committee – This sub-committee has not met, but the file is available and contains some research information.   The committee consists of Jamie Jencks, Diane Carlson and Tammy Neseth. David Dripps indicated he wants to come to the next meeting.

2. Sesquicentennial Scrapbook – The groups is still receiving pictures. There may be some information in the time capsule.

3. New Mantorville Website – Karen Khavari handed out Information sheets about the new website and asked the group for feedback.  Everyone currently on the site will be invited to the next EDA meeting to discuss their needs.

4. Empty Commercial Building – Karen Khavari put together a one sheet brochure, that could be handed out to interested persons.  Lyle said he would like some of the brochures to take to their next trade show, in case there is an opportunity to discuss commercial buildings available in Mantorville.

5. There was discussion on why all businesses in Mantorville are closed on Monday. Paul Larsen indicated there has been some discussion on businesses staying open 7 days per week from Memorial Day through Labor Day.
6. City owned lots – Annie Brannan told the group that the City will be deeding the two empty lots across from Riverside Park to the EDA. The EDA will pay for the clean up (fuel storage tanks). Some suggested uses for the property were green space             and a trail head with restrooms. Someone asked, “What does Mantorville want to become in the future?”

7. The City Council Retreat will be March 25, 2006.  The major portion of the retreat will be dedicated to development of the Comprehensive Plan. The Public is welcome to attend.
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8. The next Volunteers Meeting will be held on May 3, 2006 and hosted by the Chamber of Commerce. The meeting will be at City Hall at 5:30 PM.

The August Volunteers Meeting will be held on August 2, 2006 and hosted by the Dodge County Historical Society.

The November Volunteers Meeting will be held on November 1, 2006 and hosted by the MRA.

9. State Senator David Senjam told the group that Mantorville is in a very politically prosperous area and we should use this leverage in developing projects for this area. He will do everything possible to get money for us in the bonding bill; however, we need to get the necessary information to him.  A major trail project was discussed and included the Stagecoach Trail.  He said there needs to be a committee formed from all the towns in the area.
