MINUTES – July 12th Meeting:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $11,920.98.  Motion carried unanimously.

CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT – Pete Engstrom:  

∙ reported that WHKS continues to work on updating the maps as time allows;


∙ discussed the pros and cons of doing I & I inspections;


∙ reviewed several other projects that Council could consider to be high on the priority list
CITY CLERK’S REPORT:

∙ reminded that filings for Mayor and Council positions will be open from August 24th thru September 7th;


∙ LMC Regional meeting registration 

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:

∙ Member Nash inquired about the cost of legal services for 2004 and how it compares to the budget;
∙ Member Larsen mentioned that the Park Board will meet Tuesday evening;

∙ Member Brannan gave an update on Sesquicentennial events

MAYOR’S REPORT:  

√ reviewed the monthly report submitted by the Maintenance Department;

∙ reroofing the firehall – Motion by Member Brannan and second by Mayor Carlson that written bids be submitted to the Council prior to taking any action.  Motion carried unanimously.

∙ Flea Market – Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen that any concerns or issues about parking on the grass at Riverside Park be addressed to the Mayor and she will delegate the action to be taken.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson, Members Larsen and Brannan voting aye and Member Nash voting nay.

∙ Rendezvous – Member Larsen is working with the organizers;

∙ Overlay of the streets – Great job!!

∙ Project priorities – sump pump inspections and widening 5th Street East and possibly adding a walking trail.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Brannan that WHKS prepare cost estimates of doing feasibility reports for those projects for the August 9th meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.  Also, Mayor Carlson asked WHKS to provide a 5-year plan for parks, streets, sewer, etc.
SEPTIC SYSTEMS: WHKS’s recommendation would be that the City consider extending city services rather than granting a Variance from the Zoning Ordinance.  (The Zoning Ordinance reads that “Where both public sewer and public water supply are not accessible, the minimum lot area shall be one acre.)  
WATER & SEWER RATES:  The City Clerk was directed to analyze the revenues to assure that enough money is being is being generated to cover the expenditures.  

ASSISTANT CITY CLERK POSITION:  The Clerk will review the applications and choose 3 – 5 for an interview with the Personnel Committee.

ORDINANCE NO. 161 – Registration of Rental Housing Units:  Motion by Member Brannan and second by Mayor Carlson to adopt Ordinance No. 161.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Brannan to print a summary of the Ordinance in the newspaper rather than the full copy.  Motion carried unanimously.

SEMCAC FUNDING REQUEST:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to make a donation of $750 for 2004 and to make it a budget item for 2005.  Motion carried unanimously.

2005 ANNUAL BUDGET – further discussion at the August 9th meeting

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Nash to adjourn at 9:15 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
