Acting Mayor Brannan called the meeting to order at 7:30

ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  None

MINUTES – August 9th Meeting:  Motion by Member Brannan and second by Member Larsen to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Brannan to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $56,544.73.  Motion carried unanimously.

CORRESPONDENCE/OTHER:  


∙ acknowledged receipt of a thank you note from SEMCAC for the $750 donation;

COUNCIL MEMBERS REPORTS:


∙ Member More reported that there were five (5) demo cars parked on the lawn at 1002 Main
Street North; the City Clerk will send a letter to have them removed 
PARK BOARD REPORTS – Cresta Melcher:  Ms Melcher presented the Park Board’s 2005 & 2006 Capital Improvement plan.  Also included was a 5-year plan for the Parks.  In 2005, the Park Board would like to see small pieces of playground equipment installed at Bergmann Park; handicap accessible sidewalks at Slingerland Park; and a gazebo at Riverside Park.  In the 2006 Capital Outlay, the Park Board proposes to add trees and landscaping to the Parks, picnic tables, etc.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  

∙ directed to follow the Ordinance concerning delinquent utility accounts;


∙ reminded Council that filings open August 24th for the Mayor and open Council positions;
∙ discussed increasing the base rate and per gallon rate for sewer charges;  Mike Bubany had analyzed the water and sewer revenues and found the water fund to be adequate but that the sewer rates needed to be adjusted to meet the City’s obligations.  His recommendation was to raise the sewer base rate from $7.06 to $8.70 and raise the per thousand gallon rate from $2.09/1,000 to $2.57/1,000.  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to approve the rates as recommended.  Motion carried unanimously.

∙ Personnel policy – will be ready for the September 13th meeting
MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  Member Brannan asked why a representative from the maintenance department was not present to answer questions about the written report.  Further discussion about replacing the pick-up and purchasing a blacktop saw was tabled until a full Council was present.  Member Larsen wanted the Maintenance department to know that their hard work in Riverside Park was greatly appreciated.
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Chief Dale Brannan:  Mr. Brannan stated that the Relief Association has contributed $20,247 to the fire department for SCBA and turn out gear.

2005 ANNUAL BUDGET DISCUSSION:  Member More presented his proposed budget; One version showed total expenses at $604,170 an increase of 3.79%; or at $610,370 would be a 5% increase. Council must make a decision on how much to levy at the September 13th meeting. 

OLD BUSINESS:  

∙ Member Larsen will contact Deputy Rose about regulating rental housing in the City;

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to adjourn at 8:15 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
