7. Old Business/New Business
a) Mantor Drive Sewer Extension Project – Public Informational Meeting
Member Brannan read the anonymous letter the City received regarding a concern for a conflict of interest during the Mantor Drive discussions.  She responded with a statement stating that she has removed herself from any possible conflict of interest.  She will remove herself from the discussion tonight takes place.  She will not vote and has not in the past on any Mantor Drive project items.  
6:40 PM Member Brannan removed herself from the table.

Bill Angerman gave an overview of the project.  In 2008, the project was initiated due to some failing and non compliant septic systems in the Mantor Drive area.  There is not enough space on the lots in that area for a new septic system.  There are some new state requirements which make it hard to have a complying septic system.  The proposed solution is to provide City sewer to that area.

What is being proposed is the pressure sewer system which involves installing grinder pumps to each property.  They would discharge to a 2” pressure line running under the street.  The 2” pressure line empties into a new 8” gravity main at the corner of 5th Street and Mantor Drive.  That gravity main will discharge to the treatment facility.  
The City would need to own the grinder pumps in order to include those dollars in the funding.  This would entail the City to obtain an easement to each home in order to maintain them.

The approximate costs were discussed.  The connection to the system is the homeowner responsibility and would cost approximately $1,000 - $1,500.  
City to use PFA authority to get low interest loan.  Mike Bubany talked a little about the financing portion of the project and recommended the City go with the PFA funding.  Even with the required federal prevailing wage rates, the City would get a better deal.
Several residents asked questions about the process of removing the old system, where the lines will run, costs associated with future development to the north and west and how many years would the City allow repayment of the connection fee.  The residents would really like the council to use 20 years versus 10.  The Council noted that they are looking at allowing a deferral to connection if the home owner can provide proof of a complying system.  Sandy Schaffer, Dodge County Environmental Services, stated that this would need to come from a licensed septic inspector.  She estimated the cost to be about $500 and that depends on what they have to do.  The State recommends that a system be checked for compliance every 3 years.  

Mayor Nash asked those present what they thought about the bike path project.  Those present feel that 5th Street is a danger and it is just a matter of time before someone gets killed there.  They feel the City should move forward with creating a bike/walking path.  The Council will discuss this in more detail at the next City Council meeting.
Council took a break from 8:35 to 8:47 PM.

Member Brannan asked about the cost per home for the bike trail piece.  Mike Bubany will work up a spreadsheet to show this.  Discussion took place on some other things that could possibly be done to help with the safety on that road.  Based on the set up of the road, width, etc., it is very difficult to enforce anything.  Member Reding asked about changing the speed limit to that road to 20 MPH.  Bill Angerman noted that it is very difficult to do that and MN Dot would require a speed study be done and you would have to show proof as to why it is a danger and requires a lower speed limit.    
The Council needs to make a decision on the number of years they will allow a deferral.  Mike Bubany recommended staying consistent with what we did in the NW project and keep it at 20 years.  The availability charge should be set now for the future Bergmann project.  We need to look at and update if necessary the ordinances that deal with septic systems, connection charges and availability charges.  WHKS will need to know in the next month if we are going to move forward with the bike path.  This will be put on the next Council agenda for discussion.  Council Members have requested the PDF report of the trail study.  Cami will send that out to them.  

b) Zumbro Bend Rendezvous Sponsorship Request


It was the consensus of the Council to respectfully decline – let them know that they are free to 
go to another committee.
c) Zumbro Watershed Partnership Donation Request

    It was the consensus of the Council to respectfully decline due to no budget dollars in 2009.

a) Public Works Report – Adam reported on the following;
· Adam talked about the Certainteed shingle refund and lawsuit and gave the Council the options.  It was consensus of the Council to be part of the class action law suit.  
· Adam stated that he and Dave are against the city owning the grinder pumps and stated that he feels there will be a lot more maintenance problems and call backs associated with these. 

· Adam asked about his request to store salt only at the shop.  Council agreed to go ahead and order the salt.  We will add the cost to the budget for 2011, $1,000 plus costs associated with the building of the bunker.  
b) City Clerk Report – Cami handed out her Clerks report and noted the following;
· We have received several complaints from citizens who are very irate about the parking tickets they are receiving.

· We are working on getting the direct pay setup and hope it will be up and running for the March bills.  We have several customers already who will be utilizing this.

· We have already received reservations for the Park Shelter

· Unaudited Year End 2009 Financial Report – At this time, the City is looking at an unaudited figure of $65,000 to the good in the 2009 year end financial reports.  How the City wants to handle this will be discussed with the Auditors.
