DISCUSSION OF THE ATP FUNDING APPLICATION:  On behalf of the EDA, President Brannan and Commissioner Selle attended a meeting of the ATP board at the MnDOT office in Rochester.  Greg Paulson explained the procedure for determining which projects would receive funding.  The board felt that Mantorville’s project focused too much on period correct street lighting instead of safety.  They encouraged us to apply again when the funding is available.  After much discussion the EDA decided that we should request copies of the five (5) projects that will be receiving funding.  They also would like to see the comments, pros & cons, made concerning our application and the number of points awarded to each section.  Also find out how Dodge County can get representation on the ATP board.

PRESIDENT BRANNAN said that she would not be available to meet on Monday nights beginning in January.  She is willing to offer her resignation, if necessary.  The group felt that it would be better to change the meeting nights to Wednesday (possibly 1st and 3rd) and start at 5:30.
