∙ the Maintenance Department is requesting to purchase a flat bed trailer to haul the skid loader and the blacktop roller on at a cost of approx $4,000.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to approve the expenditure.  Motion carried unanimously.

∙ Member Nash mentioned the water main break that happened last Thursday;

∙ Member Larsen reported that she had attended the Experienced Officials conference over the weekend;

 ∙ Member Brannan reported that she had attended the Newly Elected Officials conference over the weekend and that she has a couple items she would like the City Attorney’s opinion on before moving ahead;

∙ Member Brannan asked that the Sesquicentennial meetings be posted in the same manner as other meetings;

∙ Member More inquired as to the cost of the open meeting law defense coverage saying that it was considerably higher than the price quoted at the last meeting.  Insurance agent, Joe Waugh will be invited to attend a future meeting;

∙ Member More brought attention to the itemized statement from Roger Petersen for his services from July 1st, 2003 thru January 26th, 2004.  Motion by Member Brannan and second by Mayor Carlson to approve payment of the bill.  Motion carried unanimously.
