Purpose of the meeting was to review and discuss the draft Comprehensive Plan and changes to the existing Zoning Ordinance.

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN - discussion items & recommendations:

• a 5-year capital improvement plan and a 10-year transportation plan should be put in place;

•  Council should follow through with items listed ie: debris ordinance & law enforcement coverage;

• changes to the zoning map:  change all property zoned Agricultural to R-1;  change zoning on the east side West Street property between 5th and 6th Streets from Commercial to R-1; change zoning on Chestnut Street between 7th and 9th Streets from R-2 to R-1; and add the 4 acres recently annexed in the northwest section of the City 

• reminder to add Park Board information;

• reminder to add a report on the current structures and property owned by the City;

ZONING ORDINANCE – discussion & recommendations:


• add a section on adult entertainment;


• eliminate the entire Agricultural section;


• add a section on P.U.D.


• delete references to an Industrial  zoning district.

Final consensus of the Council was that the City Attorney and City Clerk meet to review the draft and have recommendations ready for the January 13th Council meeting.

WATER METER INSTALLATION: Tom Ferry had inquired about the possibility of having a water meter installed at the apartment complex located at 507 Chestnut Street so that the bill would reflect the actual water usage instead of the flat rate.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Wilke that Mr. Ferry be allowed to have a meter installed at his own expense but that the billing system remain the same as it is now until the entire town is metered.  Motion carried unanimously.

POSSIBLE BUILDING CODE VIOLATION:  Need to obtain a letter from Construction Management Services outlining the possible violation.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Wilke to adjourn at 8:30 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
