MANTORVILLE EDA MEETING

MONDAY, NOVEMBER 6, 2006

5:30 PM

1. The Mantorville EDA meeting was called to order by Chair Brannan.

Commissioners Present:  Annie Brannan, Luke Nash, Karl Huppler, Jennifer Gall, Cami Reber

Commissioners Absent:  Tammy Neseth
2. Motion made by Commissioner Huppler, second by Commissioner Nash to approve the EDA meeting minutes of September 6, 2006 and September 21, 2006.  Also included but no formal approval was needed is the unofficial meeting minutes of October 4, 2006.  No quorum was present.  Motion passed unanimously.

· Motion made by Commissioner Nash, second by Commissioner Huppler to approve the EDA finances as follows;




Investment balance - $11,844.53




EDA Bank Account - $4,765.57




City EDA Budget balance – (9,831.40)

The budget balance is in the negative due to the payment of bills for the clean up of the park lots.  The Petro Fund will be reimbursing 90% of the cost back to the City who will then forward that amount to the EDA line item.  The first payment is expected sometime in November in the amount of $6,100.  Motion passed unanimously.

The members discussed the negative balance on the budget line item.  The reimbursement from the Petro Fund will offset some of that negative balance.  Motion made by Commissioner Huppler, second by Chair Brannan to have money transferred from the investment account to the EDA budget line item in the amount equal to offset the negative balance so at year end the EDA’s budget balance is 0.  This should be done in December before year end reports are done.  Motion passed unanimously.
3. Discussion on the Park Lots – Cami met with the area DNR to discuss sales of the park lots and what if any type of building can be done on them.  According to the DNR the two lots are located in the flood fringe area which means they can be built upon with certain restrictions.  Discussion took place regarding having a survey done of the lots and locating the flood plane elevation.  Anyone inquiring on the buying of the lots will want that information.  Motion made by Chair Brannan, second by Commissioner Nash to approve a dollar amount of up to $2,000 to have both lots surveyed and flood plane elevation measured.  Motion approved unanimously.

4. Update given of volunteers meeting and comp plan meeting – Both were very good meetings.  Lots of ideas and good information has given.  Chair Brannan wrote a letter to the DCI telling citizens all about the various volunteer groups in Mantorville and what they are working on.  She emphasized that there are still openings and that people should get involved.  The Comprehensive Plan Committee discussed infrastructure goals.

5. Transportation Grant – Lyle Hoaglund approached Chair Brannan on the transportation enhancement grant and wanted to know if the EDA is interested in participating in or supporting this grant?  This was something that was done back in 2000 but we did not get it.  Currently the interested parties that plan to move forward with this grant are Tom Gall, Jamie Jencks, Lyle Hoaglund and Annie Brannan.  Anyone else interested should contact any of those listed above.

6. Park Board Band Shell – The Park Board asked Chair Brannan if the EDA would help support the building of a band shell in the park.  The EDA doesn’t have any funds to donate although the EDA is in support of the idea.  The park board is hoping for donations and private funding to raise the money needed.  It was the consensus of the EDA to help out in any way they can in fund raising for this project.

7. EDA Volunteer Application – Marjorie Rapp submitted her application for board member of the EDA.  Discussion took place regarding the existing members and the election results that are pending.  Depending on how the elections turn out could make a difference if there is a vacant seat or not.  A minimum of two members of the City Council are required to be on the EDA.  Currently there are two but if Commissioner Nash does not win a seat, he would lose his council position and be on the EDA as a citizen.  The empty seat would have to be given to a new council member.  Motion made by Chair Brannan, second by Commissioner Gall to recommend to the Council Marjorie Rapp for the open position.  Depending on how elections turn out, they will deal with that when the time comes.  Motion passed unanimously.

8. January meetings – Set for Wednesday, January 10, 2006 and Wednesday January 24, 2006 at 5:30 PM at City Hall Council Chambers.

9. Round table - Invite the Movers and Shakers to attend a meeting in January to discuss items being worked on and general discussion; discussion on the quarterly $500 advertising fund where the organization would need to fill out an application and be able to match the donation; visiting of other area EDA’s.
Motion made by Commissioner Nash, second by Chair Brannan to adjourn the meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.
