FRIENDS OF THE PARK:  Friends is a recently formed spin-off of the Park Board.  They are able to do fundraising toward the playground equipment replacement fund.  Several bills for expenses incurred from the Wine Tasting party had been submitted for repayment from the $175 donation the EDA made in January (see January 8th, 2003 Minutes).  After much discussion, it was decided that the Friends and the Park Board members should be invited to attend an EDA meeting to discuss the expenditures.  Motion by Carlson and second by Huppler to void check #1044 that was presented to the Park Board in January until meeting with their members.  Motion carried unanimously.  Brannan will draft a letter to the chairs of the Park Board and Friends letting them know of the EDA’s decision.
SESQUICENTENNIAL COMMITTEE UPDATE:  Brannan went over the items that had been discussed at the July 16th meeting and said that the August 20th meeting will be pivotal to planning the celebration.  It was decided that the funds should continue to be overseen by the EDA but thanked the Chamber of Commerce for their generous offer.

CITY ASSESSMENT:  Brannan and/or Carlson will try to contact the Minnesota Design Team to check their availability for the near future.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Nash and second by Carlson to adjourn at 7:00 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
