7. Old Business/New Business

a) Mantorville Saloon Liquor License Amendment

Mary Rudlong was present from the Saloon to discuss the requested amendment to the Saloon liquor license to include the patio area.  They plan to put up an iron railing around the patio area, put up a sign that states no alcohol is allowed beyond this point and the bartender on duty will monitor the area.  The set up is the same as what they have in Pine Island and they have not had any problems there.  Member Schmidt commented that she would like to see the area fenced off in a way so you can’t view it from the street.  Member Nash has concerns with alcohol leaving the premises although he would like to give this a chance.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Reding to approve the amendment to the Mantorville Saloon to allow the patio area be covered under their license.  Motion passed unanimously.  Member Brannan would like to see an update come back to Council in October on how it is going and if the City has received any complaints.  This will also be reviewed along with the Hubbell House at renewal time in February 2010.

b) Michaletz Drainage – Recommendation from WHKS

City Engineer, Bill Angerman, handed out a memo containing a list of options available on the Michaletz Drainage.  Four solutions were listed with costs ranging anywhere from $25,000 - $80,000.  The options listed include creating a pond or series of rain gardens, install storm sewer pipe, re-grade the existing drainage area and install rip rap, or do nothing.  The Infrastructure Committee reviewed the options and did view the area.  The Infrastructure Committee, along with Bill Angerman is recommending going with option #4.  Member Reding commented that this erosion could have been going on long before any of those homes were built and we don’t really know when this started.   It is the consensus of the Council that Adam should go out and stake the area and add some rock as needed.  The area should be monitored after rain falls for further erosion.  The City can review the amount of erosion taking place in early summer next year and make a determination on how much erosion is taking place and if there is a need for any further work or projects.   

c) Street Closure Request – Marigold Days

Member Brannan brought forward the request for street closures for Marigold Days.  The request is to close 4th Street from Highway 57 to Clay and also that part of Clay Street from 4th to 5th Street on Saturday and Sunday.  Also on Sunday, to include 5th Street from Highway 57 to West Street for the car show.  Member Brannan asked that the 4th Street to Clay Street be allowed to close on Friday late afternoon since that’s when a lot of the vendors begin to set up.  The Saloon will need to utilize part of Clay Street adjacent to the Relay lot for their Friday night event.  The Marigold Days Committee will work with the Saloon on that section of street closure so vendors don’t set up in the area that needs to close up for the Saloon event.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Schmidt to approve the Street Closures for Marigold Days as requested above.  Mary from the Saloon also requested to have 5th Street closed this Saturday from 2-5:00 pm due to a large number of bikes stopping in Mantorville for a bike run that is coming from Pine Island.  Member Brannan suggested that they be able to utilize the already approved closing of Clay Street from 4th to 5th plus allow the bikes to park on both sides of the road on 5th Street from Highway 57 to Clay.  Motion passed unanimously.  
d) 2010 Preliminary Budget Discussion

Council discussed the infrastructure need relating to installing a new water mane to service the new development proposed by Dave Wilcox.  The current water mane that runs directly to the subdivision is a 2” mane and is currently substandard.  The minimum standard allowed by the Department of Health is a 6” water mane.  In essence it is a water mane that the City should be replacing anyways because it doesn’t provide for fire protection and has some other water quality issues to support the existing homes.  Typically, the cost to get sewer and water to a development is normally borne by the City.  The two different price options given were connecting from the alleyway to the south by the well house at roughly $60,000 or connecting to the west side of the highway to the existing fire hydrant at roughly $40,000.  The cheaper way would not solve the problem with the undersized water mane.  Without this water mane, Mr. Wilcox really can’t plat these lots.  The City needs to decide if the project should move forward or not. 
The Infrastructure Committee did discuss this during their concept plan review with Bill Angerman and Staff.  Discussion on how to recoup these fees is with the WAC and SAC fees and the connection fees.  The WAC and SAC Fee’s are paid based on number of acre’s and at the final plat stage.  A connection fee would come in to play at the time of the building permit.  Although there will be an improvement of water to the current homes, because they currently have water, it will be hard to justify any type of benefit in order to assess any cost to them.  Typically fluctuation in water pressure is due to the water mane.  We are assuming they currently have copper piping there and we would just hook them right into the new mane.  
If the Council did decide to move forward, they should target a June 1, 2010 date in the development agreement.  Mr. Wilcox would not be able to issue CO’s to anyone in the development until that time.  Member Bradford feels it is a good idea to go ahead and do the project with the assumption that Dave is going to go ahead and make a subdivision.  The city would not commit any dollars until the plat process has gone through.  We are not committing to either dollar amount at this time until we can figure out our financing and which way we will go.  Consensus of the Council is to move forward with the project and the City will supply some sort of water upgrade to that area one way or the other so he can move forward with his project. 
Council discussed the budget worksheet that was handed out.  The document is a balanced budget showing a 3% tax increase.  The Finance Committee would like to increase the preliminary to 5%.  There are some items that need to be considered such as the Chestnut Bond Shortfall,  FD radios that will need to be changed in 2013, EDA contribution, offsetting the $6,500 for this year’s cuts and dollars for the water mane upgrade project for the Wilcox Subdivision.  Setting things at 5% will give us more room to move in.  These numbers should go to other departments to trim their budgets also.  This budget spreadsheet accounts for the LGA loss in 2010, $16,000 in staff salary, benefit $7,000, ABDO Audit assistance $3,500, training for council $1,500; OT cut $3,700, and a possible $12,000 CIP carryover.  
Dollar amount requests for 2010 should be given to Council.  Are we going to put anything away for future dam repairs?  These are some things to think about as we are going through the budget process.  Departments should be told to bring their requested dollar amounts for the council to consider.  Council will continue to discuss budget numbers until final levy amounts in December.     
e) Relief Assn Bylaws Approval – Roger Nolte

Rog Nolte submitted a change that needed to be done in the Relief Association Bylaws which per state law, the benefit amount is the rate on the date of retirement.  The Bylaws weren’t worded correctly.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to accept the change to the bylaws.  Motion passed unanimously.  

f) Don Hofstad, MFD, Request for FD Member Training 

Don asked the council for permission to send Scott Kitzerow to Fire Training through Riverland School so he can be certified as a fire fighter.  The cost is $880 but Don thinks they have some stipends available still from Riverland so the cost may not be that much.  He and Rog are also working on some grants that will help offset training costs.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Bradford to approve the Fire Training for Scott Kitzerow.  Motion passed unanimously.  Rog Nolte commented that this is required training per the personnel policy.
g)  EAW Status and Update

Mayor Nash gave an update on the status of the EAW and is asking Council to approve the final draft for distribution to the EQB.  The EQB only takes publications twice a month and the next date is August 24 so the MRA is asking for Council approval now so we can get this going for publication.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Reding to allow the distribution of the final EAW draft.  Member Reding asked if we would be able to see the EAW like we did the last time.  As soon as the final draft comes in, Cami will email it out to each Member.  Motion passed unanimously.

d) Committee Report

Updates were given on the following Committee’s;
Chamber – Member Schmidt – they discussed Marigold Days, the Ronald McDonald Ride, The Stagecoach ride, and Fall Festival 
EDA – Members Brannan and Bradford – scheduled to meet the 1st and 2nd of September to look at the RFP proposals and do regular business as well.  EDA is asking for approval for them to spend $1,000 to towards their tourism and to help offset costs of printing.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Brannan to approve the expense.  Motion passed unanimously.

Parks – Members Reding and Schmidt – Park Board met at all the area parks to come up with things for their 2010 budget.  There is a chance that they could be getting some of the playground equipment form the Mantorville School.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Schmidt to approve the Park Board spend $500 for woodchips in Riverside Park and up to $1,500 for gravel for Dennison Field.  Motion passed unanimously.  The Park Board is discussing the Ash Bore Disease and how it could affect Riverside Park as the majority of trees are Ash trees.  They are looking at ways to prepare for the loss.
e) Council Member Report

Member Schmidt – Member Schmidt commented on the citizen letter received regarding the noise generated from recent events in Mantorville.  She can understand the letter but we are also looking at our town growing and these aren’t everyday activities.  
Member Brannan – Member Brannan also commented on the citizen letter stating that she would like to see our town survive and that the events that have taken place have increased business in Mantorville; informed Council that Karen had asked and did put in an extra hour the week that Cami was on vacation.  
Member Bradford – applauded all volunteers for the time and effort they have put in for the things put in place to advertise Mantorville including the decorating of the City.  This has been a positive thing for the City.

Member Reding – City might want to double check the noise ordinance regarding noise on Sundays in response to the citizen letter.
f) Mayor Report
Mayor Nash reported that he did put an article in the DCI last week.  He will be gone on vacation from August 13 – 20th.  Reported that National Night Out went well.
