MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MONDAY, NOVEMBER 25TH, 2002

Acting Mayor Lamphere opened the meeting at 7:30 p.m.

ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA: none

MINUTES – November 11th meeting:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Larsen to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to approve payment of the Warrant List in the amount of $40,575.60.  Motion carried unanimously.

DONNIE ZWEIFEL:  Mr. Zweifel inquired about the possibility of renting the City lot next to the Log Cabin along Hwy 57 to use as a display lot for his used car business.  The Council unanimously agreed that it was not interested in renting the property.

WOMEN OF TODAY – Cresta Melcher:  Ms Melcher explained the function of the Women of Today Foundation.  The Foundation is a tax exempt organization that would apply for grants from large corporations and the proceeds would be donated back to the playground fund 100%.  City Attorney Roger Petersen had reviewed the packet of information and recommended that the Council make it clear that all grant applications be made by the Women of Today Foundation and not to imply that the applicant was the City or the Park Board.  Council agreed with Mr. Petersen’s recommendations.  Member Lamphere thanked the group for their hard work in pursuing the grants and/or required funding.

ORDINANCE NO. 152:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to approve passage of Ordinance No. 152 regulating 3.2 malt liquor, consumption & display permits and public dancing.  Motion carried unanimously.  This Ordinance repeals existing Ordinances NO. 77, 99 and 104.

VFW ANNUAL CLUB LICENSE RENEWAL:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member More to approve the renewal of the VFW’s annual club license contingent upon their producing the required liquor liability insurance.  Motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Carlson arrived at this time.

CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT – Bill Angerman, WHKS & Co:  
1) reported that the water tower design is progressing and the plans and specs are being put together; he discussed the need for the 30’ easement from the property owner north of the City limits between Chestnut Street and the new water tower location;  Mayor Carlson, Member More and Mark Stevens will contact the owner once the legal description has been written up;

2) reported that the he will be meeting with a developer on December 2nd who is interested in developing property within the City limits;

3) presented a Professional Services agreement for creating base maps, water main maps, sanitary sewer maps, storm sewer maps and a zoning map at an hourly rate not to exceed $4,600 for total cost of the project.  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the agreement.  Motion carried unanimously.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:


• spoke with Mediacom about the lousy transmission on the cable access channel;


• office will be closed Thursday and Friday for Thanksgiving holiday;


• reminder that the Truth in Taxation public hearing will be at the December 9th meeting

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Roger Nolte: 

• Mr. Nolte requested clarification about the Council’s decision not to bill City residents for fire calls.  Council consensus was that the location of the fire call decides whether or not to bill. Regardless of residency, any call within the City limits would not be billed and all calls within the townships would be billed;

• inquired about installation of a fill pipe attached to the new water tower to make it more convenient to fill tanker trucks versus coming back to the fire hall when a call is on the north side of town or townships; Bill Angerman will research to see if its possible to do without freezing up;

• asked about the status of the warning signs that had been requested at a prior meeting, the Mayor is waiting for a response;

• Mayor Carlson said she had spoken with Kasson’s Mayor Burton about the rumor that Mantorville Township had approached them about fire protection.  Mayor Burton confirmed that their fire department had been asked but said they would continue to provide mutual aid but will not provide full-time fire protection at this time.

MAYOR’S REPORT:

• reminded Council Member’s of the upcoming LMC conference for newly elected officials and for experienced officials

DELINQUENT UTILITY ACCOUNTS:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to shut off the water supply to the delinquent accounts as presented by the City Clerk.  Motion carried unanimously.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to adjourn at 8:25 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
