MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MONDAY, JANUARY 28TH, 2002

AGENDA: Deletion of Bill Ketchum; addition of temporary gambling permit – Relief Association

MINUTES- January 14th meeting:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Larsen to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $20,169.48.  Motion carried unanimously.

DARIN JENSEN – lot split:  Mr. Jensen recently bought the property addressed as 20 9th Street West (legal description is Lots 1 & 2 of Block 10, Original Plat), which consists of two (2) City lots with the house sitting fully on the lot facing 9th Street.  He is interested in selling off the lot, which faces Clay Street and was inquiring as to the procedure.  City Attorney Roger Petersen stated that as long as it is a legal lot, it wouldn’t require any action by the City Council.

MEDIACOM – Jim Robinson:  Mr. Robinson came to present the computer equipment that will be used for Mantorville’s own public access channel.  He will arrange for a technician to come and set up the computer and also to train the City Clerk on its use.    Mr Robinson also updated the Council as to the progress of the work being done to upgrade the system here in Mantorville.  Member Larsen asked if the upgrade would include a large increase in the monthly fees?  Mr. Robinson stated no, that the residents would receive more channels at the same or lower cost.  A letter from Bruce Gluckman, Vice President of Legal & Regulatory Affairs for Mediacom was discussed.  Mr. Robinson will have Tom Bordwell contact the City Clerk with an explanation of the non-subscriber portion of the franchise fees. 

RELIEF ASSOCIATION – Gene Lushinsky:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Lamphere to approve the By-law changes as proposed and discussed at an earlier meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Larsen to approve a Minnesota Lawful Gambling Exempt permit with no waiting period for the raffle held during Marigold Days.  Motion carried unanimously.  

CORRESPONDENCE/OTHER:  

• Memo from Community Housing Partnership with an update on the mobile home park;


• Letter from LMC re LMC Policy Committee Membership committee openings;

• Invitation from SMLM to attend their quarterly meeting in Spring Valley on January 30th .  Their will be a vote of the membership in attendance about Dodge County and Goodhue County being made part of the organization.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  
• updated the Council on the Governor’s “big plan” and how it will effect state aid for the City for 2002;

• reported that Don Pappas, of the Hubbell House, was in agreeance with changing the Sunday liquor hours to 10:00 a.m. rather than noon;  Member Larsen asked why the Mantorville Saloon was allowed to have a Sunday license when the Social Club was denied one several years ago for not being a true restaurant; Mr. Petersen couldn’t recall the original discussion and suggested checking back in the Minutes.

DICK SWENKE – PUBLIC HEARING FOR AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 142:  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Mayor Carlson to hold a public hearing on March 11th, 2002 at 8:00 p.m. to decide whether Sunday liquor hours should be extended from noon to 10:00 a.m. as the State allows.  Motion carried unanimously.  Costs of publishing the notice will be paid by the City.  

STREET LIGHT REQUEST – Jim Maxson:  Mr. Maxson suggested placing a street light south of the bridge across the highway from his residence.  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Wilke to ask Xcel Energy to install three (3) streetlights going up the hill on the east side of Hwy 57…one at the bottom of the hill, one at Cemetery Road intersection and one in the middle.  Motion carried unanimously.

BILL KETCHUM – Southern Minnesota Cable Commission:  Mayor Ketchum was unable to attend tonight’s meeting but sent an e-mail asking the City of Mantorville to join with the Cities of Blooming Prairie, Kenyon, Dodge Center and West Concord in the SMCC.  After discussion, there was a motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Lamphere to deny the request to join.  Motion carried unanimously.

ORDINANCE NO. 149 FORMATION OF A PARK BOARD:  Member Larsen presented information about applying for a DNR matching grant for the purchase of playground equipment at Riverside Park.  Among other things, the application requires that a Park Board be established and that it holds regular meetings. Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Lamphere to approve Ordinance No. 149 “An Ordinance Establishing a Park and Recreation Board for the City of Mantorville”.  Motion carried unanimously.  Member Larsen also asked that Luke Nash, Stacy Terry, Elizabeth Oolman, Ann Tuma, Cheryll Selle, Diane Wilke and herself be appointed by the Mayor as members of the Park Board.  The Board will meet the 4th Tuesday of each month after the Citizen Group’s meeting.  A Public Hearing to get Citizen input will be held at 7:00 p.m. on February 25th, 2002.  

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT:  Mr. Petersen will not be in attendance at the February 11th meeting.

MAYOR’S REPORT:


• Mayor Carlson will not be in attendance at the February 11th meeting;

• Mayor Carlson asked that the Council Members review the report from the December 8th public forum and to put some ideas together to start discussing a vision and mission statement for the Council;  she repeated that the Council needs to have goals and that its important to be proactive rather than reactive;

• Mayor Carlson mentioned an anonymous letter that had been received at City Hall.  She commented that “those who write letters or make calls anonymously do not understand or comprehend all the facts.  These people are not open to discussion – in fact usually are not capable of discussion sensibly or reasonably.  They are neither proud or confident of what they have to say.  In other words, they lack the 3 C’s of communication: credibility, courage and commitment.”  

ZONING ORDINANCE:  to be discussed at the April 8th meeting.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Wilke to adjourn at 9:30 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
