1. Call to Order – Acting Mayor Annie Brannan called the meeting to order at 6:35 pm.

2. Additions/Deletions to Agenda – Additions to Number 4.b) Dodge County Board of Commissioners Meeting, and Resolution No.2006-12, “A RESOLUTION DECLARING THAT A VACANCY EXISTS ON THE MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL.”

Before proceeding further, Acting Mayor Brannan presented Resolution No.2006-12 to the Council by reading it aloud.  Mayor Diane Carlson turned in her resignation effective immediately due to her moving out of the City and no longer being able to hold office.  Motion made by Acting Mayor Brannan, second by Member Abel to approve Resolution No.2006-12.  Motion passed unanimously.

The Council discussed the options available to them.  Motion made by Member Abel, second by Member Reding to appoint newly elected Mayor Tom Gall to the position on December 11, 2006.  Motion passed unanimously.
3. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Abel, second by Member Reding to accept the consent agenda as written.  Member Brannan requested that clarification be made to the City Council Meeting minutes of November 13, 2006 to reflect that when Matt Brekke, PW Supervisor, receives his Class B License and the City becomes a Class B WWTP, that the request for a raise due to his licensure be brought back to the council for consideration.  The minutes will be changed to reflect that.  Motion passed unanimously.

6. Old Business
a) 2007 Sheriffs Contract – Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Abel to approve the 2007 sheriff’s contract in the amount of $76,585.60.  Motion passed unanimously.
b) Ordinance No.87, Farm Animals/Livestock – Planning and zoning did not come up with a recommendation to the Council regarding the amendments to the Farm Animals/Livestock ordinance.  The Committee does not agree on the amendment as City Attorney Bjorndal recommended.  The change to the distance of a barn or stable from a place of habitation from 300 feet to 200 feet was passed by the commission on a 4 to 1 vote.  Additional discussion from the commission took place regarding changing the calculation of farm animals/livestock numbers allowed within the City to those numbers listed in Minnesota Rule 7020.0300.  Those rules only apply to feedlot calculations and municipalities determine the numbers locally.  Existing animals would be grandfathered in and paperwork would need to be completed for recordkeeping purposes.  Motion made by Member Abel, second by Member Brannan to approve amended Ordinance No.87 but taking out the section on crowing roosters.  Rooster noise would be taken care of under the current noise ordinance.  Motion passed with Members Abel and Brannan voting aye and Member Reding voting nay.  
c) Dodge County Historical Society’s request for donation – A request for a donation by the DC Historical Society.  Council asked about money left in the 2006 budget.  They would like to table the request until the next meeting in December.

d) PTO/Short term disability – Cami did not receive information back from other cities offering short term disability.  There are very few outside of the metro area that offer PTO.  Cami recommended to the council to increase the employee sick time from 4 hours per month to 8 hours per month in order to build up time in case of a short term disability that prevents the employee from working.  Motion made from Member Abel to increase the employee sick time to 8 hours per month.  Motion died for lack of a second.  The item will be tabled until the new council takes their seats.

e) 2007 budget – Cami reviewed the budget for 2007 with the Council.  She reviewed the year to date revenues and the proposed revenues and gave some input on area’s that could be increased.  The levy amount needed based on her calculations are $370,590.00.  No further input was given by the Council.  The Council agreed to go with the numbers given for the TNT hearing on December 11, 2006.
