a)  Marigold Days Approval
· Fireman’s Dance Beer Garden – this is the annual Marigold Days Fireman’s Dance.  The Mantorville Saloon will be serving the beer.  
· Fireman’s Dance Street Closure – the request is to close 5th Street between the Fire Hall and the Hubbell House Parking Lot as they have the past 3 years only during the time of the dance.  
· Saloon request for Beer Garden – the Saloon is requesting to hold a beer garden on their tented lot (old Relay lot) for the Saturday of Marigold Days from 10am – 6pm, and Sunday from noon – 6 pm.  This is in addition to their Friday night event in which they have already been approved for.  They will have someone there to card and to make sure people don’t leave with alcohol.  They will only be serving beer and wine coolers.  Council noted that if people are caught outside the fenced in area with liquor coming from the beer garden, it will be shut down immediately.    

Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Reding to approve the above three events, all as part of the Marigold Days Celebration.  The closing of 5th Street will be conditional on the status of the RV Park being open.  
b) Fire Department Purchase Request
JJ Williams, FD Chief, requested to the following expenses:

· Spend $6,750 for new boots.  Boots were part of the requested CIP dollars for 2011.  The expense will come out of the equipment fund.  They will get 25 pairs plus one pair free.  Motion by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to approve the purchase of the boots.  Motion carried unanimously.  
· A request to spend $1,520 for new turnout gear.  Council feels it’s applicable to the Fire Department, part of their essential gear and it should come out of City Funds, not Relief funds.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Maxson to approve the turnout gear expense for $1,520.  Motion passed unanimously.
