MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

1. Call to Order – Mayor Nash called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Reding to approve the consent agenda as follows:

Member Brannan asked if we should approve the MRA Annual Membership Fee’s also at this time.  The Council unanimously agreed to do this.  Motion passed unanimously.

7. Old Business/New Business

a) JJ Williams, Chief MFD – Introduction, Member Resignation, Other
JJ Williams was present to introduce himself in his new role as Mantorville Fire Department Chief.  He presented the following issues and is asking for Council approval;

· The water softener needs to be replaced in the Fire Hall.  One of the Firemen, who is a licensed plumber, will replace this at a cost of $650. 

· The other restroom on the Fire Hall side needs to have the toilet replaced.  The cost to do this will be $295.  This is an ADA compliant toilet which is required.  

· The location of the utility sink needs to be moved due to the grease trap that is generating a bad odor.  It is located in the area that they do their trainings and it can get pretty bad.  

· The Fire Department will be writing a letter to the Dodge County Sheriffs Office to request the FD be dispatched out to all accidents that the Ambulance and/or First Responders are dispatched out for in order to keep a safer environment.  
· They are working on the SOG’s and making sure that the personnel policy and bylaws all match. 

· The two new FD Members are now in training school.

·  Dave Leth has turned in a letter of resignation. 

Member Bradford clarified the number of current members on the FD.  Mayor Nash asked about the type of protocol they have in place to be called out on all accidents and inquired on extra cost and manpower.  Member Bradford requested that a second quote be obtained on the water softener just to verify the price given is in line.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Reding to approve up to $1000 for the three items requested; water softener replacement, toilet replacement and floor drain repair and that we accept the lowest bid on the water softener.  Motion passed unanimously.  

Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to approve Dave Leth’s retirement from the Mantorville Fire Department upon receipt of letter.  Motion passed unanimously.

b) 2010 Liquor License Renewals; Hubbell House, Mantorville Saloon, Mantorville Brewery

Council was given the renewal information for the 2010 Liquor License renewals.

Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Bradford to approve the renewal of the Mantorville Brewery’s liquor license contingent on payment of the outstanding utility bill by end of month.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Schmidt to approve the renewal of the Hubbell House Liquor License.  Member Brannan asked about the patio and is their barriers put in place so no one can leave the patio area with alcohol.  The approval is contingent that any patio area is enclosed and regulated so alcohol does not leave the patio area.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Bradford to approve the renewal of the Mantorville Saloon Liquor License to include the patio area which is to be enclosed and monitored.  Member Schmidt asked that the noise level be monitored as well to follow City Ordinance.  Motion passed unanimously.
c) Approval of Master Fee Schedule 2010 

The Master Fee Schedule for 2010 was presented to the Council.  Mayor Nash asked if the Park Board had come up with a rental policy and fee on the campground.  They have not yet but it can always be added to the fee schedule.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Reding to accept the Master Fee Schedule for 2010 as presented.  Mayor Nash asked about the grass fire fee listed on the billing rates for the MFD. The fee for a 10 minute grass fire and a 1 hour grass fire are both the same at $500.  Is this correct?  Cami will check into this.  Motion passed unanimously.  
d) Council Member Committee Assignments

Mayor Nash asked if there were any issues with the current committee assignments.  Member Brannan asked to be removed from the Infrastructure Committee.  Member Bradford was asked to take that spot.  He agreed.  Member Brannan was asked if she could take on Planning and Zoning.  Member Brannan brought up that almost all groups have two Council Members on there.  Currently there is only one, can we change it to have two?  It works well on all the other committees.  Council Members all felt that this is a good idea.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Schmidt to approve the 2010 Council Committee Assignments as written with changes as noted above.  Motion passed unanimously. 
e) Approval of Official Designations Bank, Newspaper, Consultants
Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Brannan to approve the list of official designations as listed.  Motion passed unanimously.  
f) Approval of City Council Meeting Schedule

It was the consensus of the Council to approve the Meeting Schedule as presented with the change to the May meeting.  The retreat dates suggested are not approved at this time.  When it comes closer to that month, the Council will set that. 
g) Mantor Drive Sewer Extension Project

Mayor Nash stated that we are being asked to look at if we are going to move forward with this project and look at how we are going to finance it.  Member Brannan asked if we know how far up the street we are going to put the pipes; all the way to Mantor Drive or up further Fifth Street?  Are we putting in the trail at the same time and just how far?  Or are we putting trail in if we don’t put pipe in?  Mayor Nash responded that it was his feeling that we would put it in to the Mantor Drive area alone and based on any petitions or requests continue further.  As far as the bike trail goes, in the conversations he has had since this meeting, that piece may not be part of this project.  The Trails Association cannot give me a 50% guarantee that the trail is going to come along 5th Street.  So in his mind, this piece is secondary.  We’ve got time to make that decision and add that piece.  It is a consensus of the Council that Mantor Drive needs the sewer extension.  Member Bradford is concerned about what we are going to do with our existing plant.  If we are just running under red line now and we step on the throttle, just how much can it take?  Mayor Nash feels that capacity wise we are well within our capacity.  Member Bradford is concerned with the numbers that had been stated previously and one set of numbers puts us on one spot and another set in another spot.  
Council continued discussion.  Each member was asked for their response.  
Member Bradford – concerned with what this will do to our current capacity levels.

Member Reding – feels we have an obligation to those residents, especially the ones who currently have failing septics and are in limbo until the City makes a decision.

Member Brannan – feels she has both a personal interest and financial interest and is torn in providing any input.

Member Schmidt – thinks financially that even though the economy is bad, the interest rate is good for what these people need, and we have to offer a service that should have been done 20 years ago.    
Mayor Nash – the County and Health is asking us how are we addressing health issues on Mantor Drive and we did that.  There is never a right time to do things, you have to make an active decision.  What are our expectations as a Council?  What services should we provide the City and if we aren’t why aren’t we?  We know there are failing systems and we have a sewer project coming down the road and this will be one less thing that we will have to deal with at that time.  

Member Brannan asked if we don’t do this, what do we do with the homes that are out of compliance and those that come up in the future.  

Motion made by Member Schmidt, second by Member Reding to move forward with the Mantor Drive Sewer project for 2010.  Motion passed with Member Schmidt, Reding and Mayor Nash voting for, Member Bradford voting against and Member Brannan abstaining.  
The Council will need to decide how much they are going to fund of the project and are they going to go with a 60/40 split like they did with the NW Project?  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Schmidt to direct WHKS to move forward with the plans and specs and that we proceed with the PFA loan application.  Motion passed unanimously 4-1 with Member Brannan abstaining.

The Council has asked that the public informational meeting take place at the first Council meeting in February.  The meeting is set for February 8, 2010 @ 6:45 pm.  Council has also asked that we invite Sandy Schaeffer to the meeting and include the Bergmann residents even though we are not planning to extend sewer to that area.    

h) Dodge County Subsurface Sewage Treatment System Ordinance No.4 Draft
It is the consensus of the Council that Dodge County continues to monitor the City septic systems and follow our ordinance in doing so.
