ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  none

MINUTES – March 22nd meeting:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to approve the Minutes with the corrected date.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson and Members Larsen, Nash and More voting aye and Member Brannan abstaining because she was not in attendance at the meeting.
WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Brannan and second by Mayor Carlson to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $24,657.72.  Motion carried unanimously.  Council Members requested that a complete copy of the City Attorney’s bill be submitted in their packets.

MR/MRS TERRY SELL & THE MANTORVILLE RESTORATION ASSOCIATION:  The Sell’s house at 520 Clay Street was destroyed by fire in January and they were looking to demolition and rebuild on the same lot.  Since the property is located within the Historic District the Restoration Association had been contacted for their recommendation on the project.  Bruce Schleeter, President of the MRA, reported that the they had met and voted in favor of the Sell’s plans to demo and rebuild.  MRA members Jane Hardwick and Paul Larsen suggested that, in the future, the City and the MRA work together to better define the rules and regulations associated with the Historic District.  
MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Mark Stevens: 

∙ Mr. Stevens reported that price quotes for the blacktop came in at $36.40/ton and $36.00/ton, which is less that last years prices.  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Nash to accept the price quotes as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  

∙ In lieu of hiring temporary summer help, Mr. Stevens requested to upgrade the smaller mower for a larger one at a cost of $4,271 plus trade in.  Motion by Member More and second by Member Nash to approve the expenditure.  Motion carried with Members Larsen, Nash, Moe and Brannan voting aye and Mayor Carlson voting nay. 
∙ Member Larsen inquired as to the status of the “old” dump truck, Mr. Stevens said that he is considering bringing it back to Mantorville to use.

DARIN DURST – Use of Riverside Park for Olde Tyme tractor pull:  The event will be held on June 20th.  Permission was granted.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Roger Nolte:  updated the Council on recent expenditures
PARK BOARD MINUTES – January 27th:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to accept the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

ORDINANCE NO. 160 – Summary of Ordinance No. 160 “KM Telecom Cable Franchise”:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to adopt Ordinance No. 160 in order to print a summary of the existing Ordinance in the newspaper.  Motion carried unanimously.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  
∙ reported that five (5) utility customers had still not installed their water meters, Council unanimously agreed that they should continue to be charged an additional $50/month until the meter has been installed;

∙ reminded Council that the Board of Review will be April 26th at 7:00 p.m.;

∙ Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the addition of a $25.00 Plumbing Permit fee and a $25.00 Mechanical Permit fee to the Master Fee Schedule as per CMS’s recommendation.  Motion carried unanimously.

∙ Chamber membership:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member More not to pay membership dues to the Chamber but to encourage the EDA to be the active members.  Motion carried unanimously.
∙ encouraged Council to create a capital improvement plan to use as a guide for equipment purchases for all departments. 

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:  

∙ Member Larsen reported that the Park Board set April 25th to clean-up Riverside Park.  A community picnic will follow;

∙ Member Brannan asked about tires that were chained to a traffic sign and offered for sale last weekend – Staff will research what has been done in the past
EDA REPORT – Annie Brannan:  
∙ reported that the EDA has renewed their commitment to get professional planning help for Mantorville;

∙ would like to investigate what it would take to get the two (2) City owned lots on the corner of Hwy 57 and 3rd Street ready to sell as commercial property – Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to allow the EDA to fact find and bring back a proposal to the City Council.  Motion carried unanimously.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  

∙ plans to write an article for the DCI summarizing ordinances, resolutions, & Council actions;

∙ currently working on an inflow/infiltration ordinance as suggested by the City Engineer; 


∙ updated the Council on the annual LMC conference to be in Duluth in October;

∙ reported that the personnel policy is being reviewed by LMC and will then go to the City Attorney before it comes before the Council;

∙ better communication: suggested that the Maintenance Dept employees attend the 2nd Council meeting of each month to report on their daily activities; Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson that both maintenance department employees attend the 2nd Council meeting of each month.  Motion carried unanimously.

∙ agreed that a capital improvement plan for all departments should be set up and implemented;
∙ Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to explore the workload of city staff to see if additional employees should be added in 2005.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson, Members Larsen, Nash and Brannan voting aye and Member More abstaining. 

∙ Refuse hauler ordinance:  recapped the previous public hearings and asked if the Council was ready to make a decision?  Member More said that he is in favor of limiting the number of licenses for residential customers but that businesses should not be included.  Member Brannan said that the public has spoken and were not in favor of limiting the licenses.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to table further discussion until the May 10th meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.

 ∙ Sesquicentennial report:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Brannan to allow use of the boom truck and an operator on June 22nd for an all-town photo.  Motion carried unanimously.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to adjourn at 9:15 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
