The regularly scheduled meeting of the Mantorville City Council was held on February 26th, 2001.

Mayor Carlson called the meeting to order at 7:31 p.m.

MINUTES – February 12th meeting:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to approve payment of the Warrant List in the amount of $7,070.58.  Motion carried unanimously.

ARNIE ZIMMERMAN:  Mr. Zimmerman, owner of the Mobile Home Park, was present to request an extension of time in order to remove an abandoned mobile home.  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member More to grant his request.  Motion carried unanimously.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  
• discussed a “Notice of Verification of State Use Deeds” received from the Dept of Revenue;

• presented a bill for the 2000 operating loss at 4-Seasons arena;

• discussed a report from Mark Stevens re the ADA report

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:


• Member Larsen gave an overview of the newly elected conference she attended in January;

• Member Wilke reported that the MRA didn’t approve the design for the waste receptacles to be placed throughout the business district.  Selection was tabled until the March 12th meeting.

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT:  

• will have a draft of a grievance procedure for the March 12th meeting;

• also discussed the notice from the Dept of Revenue re tax forfeited property that the City had acquired in 1995.  Member More said that a driveway had been put into the lots and that the detention pond for the Chestnut Street developments will be built this summer.

GAMBLING REQUEST – National Wild Turkey Federation:  Lee Meyer was present to request permission to for the group to hold a raffle on March 9th at the Social Club.  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the request.  Motion carried unanimously.

• discussed complaints she received about snowmobiles

After much discussion, the Council agreed that all of the issues have been addressed in Ordinance No. 72 and that enforcement is difficult for the Sheriff’s department.  A letter will be mailed to local snowmobile clubs and to the Sheriff’s office asking for their assistance.
