ADVERTISING W/CHAMBER OF COMMERCE – Lynnette Nash:  Ms Nash asked if the EDA was willing to split the TV advertising costs with KAAL TV as was done last year.  Last year the EDA spent $850 as their share.  Mike Bubany will be contacted as to whether or not this would be an appropriate expense for TIF monies.  Motion by Brannan and second by Huppler to contribute up to $500 toward advertising if it can be taken from TIF funds and also ask the Chamber members to survey customers to find out if the ads were being seen by visitors to Mantorville.  Motion carried with Commissioners Brannan, Huppler, Nash and Reihl voting aye and Carlson and Selle voting nay.
DODGE COUNTY EDA – Duane Johnson:  Mr. Johnson explained the make-up and the purpose of the County EDA.  He also offered information about:

1. Minnesota Community Capital Fund (MCCF);

2. the current County EDA budget and the expected cutbacks due to State shortfalls;

3. tax free zones

MINNESOTA DESIGN TEAM:  Brannan reported on the information she had received from their website.  The application fee is $3,750 plus accommodations for 10-15 people.  Deadline to apply is January 15th for next fall.
