ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  delete the City Attorney’s report

MINUTES – February 10th meeting:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $5,634.15.  Motion carried unanimously.

DELINQUENT UTILITY ACCOUNTS:  Council agreed that the water services should be shut off as per the Ordinance.

DAVID DROWN & ASSOCIATES – Mike Bubany:  Mr. Bubany explained the process and costs associated with bonding for a water tower project and the differences between hiring his company vs a larger firm such as Evensen Dodge.  Consensus of the Council was to continue to use David Drown & Associates (Mike Bubany) as the consulting firm on this project.   Total cost of the project would be $590,000) which includes tower construction ($455,044), water meters ($59,357), engineering fees ($45,000), and fiscal fees, underwriter’s discount fees, bond counsel, and other misc.  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Nash to approve Resolution No. 02-2003 “Resolution Providing for the Competitive Negotiated Sale of $590,000 General Obligation Utility Revenue Bonds, Series 2003A.”  Motion carried unanimously.  

WATER RATES:  Mr. Bubany suggested three (3) different methods of determining water rate increases: to add a larger base charge, adjust the per gallon charge or using a combination of both.  Council agreed that blending would be the best method with a heavier emphasis on higher per gallon charges rather than raising the base fee too high.  Mr. Bubany will return to the March 10th meeting with his recommendations.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  
• relayed that a new heating system for the Fire Hall including four (4) new high efficiency furnaces, new duct work, electrical work, etc could be done for approximately $12,000.  If the work is done now, the City may be able to reap the benefits during this heating season.  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Mayor Carlson to approve moving forward with the installation of a new heating system for the Fire Hall.  Motion carried unanimously.

• The City’s portion of the Four Seasons Arena 2002 deficit is $5,069.81; Member Nash will research to find out why the bill was bigger than expected;

•  the Local Board of Review has been scheduled for April 21st, 2003 from 7 – 7:30 p.m. 

• Council asked that descriptions be added to the Warrant list to explain the expenditure.

OLD BUSINESS:  

• Public hearing for the new Zoning Ordinance will be on March 24th, 2003.

MAYOR’S REPORT:
• will be attending the Experienced Officials conference this weekend and Member Nash will attend the Newly Elected Officials conference at the same location;

• reported that a committee had been formed to plan for the City’s 150th birthday in 2004;

• she is going to the State Capitol on Tuesday with fellow board members of the SMLM to meet with legislators that represent SE Minnesota.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to adjourn at 8:20 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
