MINUTES – September 22nd Meeting:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Nash to approve the Minutes with a correction to the spelling of Larsen and the addition of the word “verbally” to Member Wilke’s resignation.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $164,652.69.  Motion carried unanimously.

LOT SPLIT – Scott Melder and Tom Thieman:  Mr. Melder and Mr. Thieman were present to ask the process for replatting Lot 3 and 48.4’ of Lot 2, Block 7 Original Plat into one buildable lot.  They will return to the October 27th meeting to request a Metes and Bounds lot split.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:


∙ the Truth in Taxation Public Hearing will be held on December 8th;
∙ reported that the lease agreement with the Sheriff’s Department for antenna space on the water tower had been reviewed and approved by the City Attorney;

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:

∙ Member Larsen inquired whether or not the “debris” ordinance was still effective and reported that Tom Schwenke’s property had multiple demo cars and that demo season was over.  The City Clerk was directed to send a letter to Mr. Schwenke and include Ordinance No. 147.

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT:

∙ reviewed the information from KM Telecom requesting the City to initiate the franchise procedure as required by Minn. Stat. § 238.081.  Motion by Member More and second by Member Nash to set December 8th as the deadline to accept sealed official applications and to authorize the City Clerk to send out the public hearing notices set for February 9th, 2004.  Motion carried unanimously.
WORK SESSION – Mayor Carlson:

∙ Mayor Carlson distributed information explaining the difference between enacting ordinances, passing resolutions and adopting motions.

Member More left the meeting at this time (8:12 p.m.) 

∙ Mayor Carlson reviewed a booklet that is being put together with information on conditional use permits, variances, vacations, etc to be available for new Council Members.  She plans to introduce the book to the SMLM committee to be a reference book for all Cities.  

∙ asked Council Members to review the job descriptions for Mayor and Council Members to be discussed at a future meeting.

∙ discussed how “confusion” may cause problems amongst Council Members, consultants and staff and could interfere with the workings of the Council as a whole.
∙ Mayor Carlson went on to explain that she should not have allowed the City Attorney to interfere with a Council decision concerning the RFP’s for legal services at the August 25th Council meeting and reminded Mr. Petersen that he is a consultant, not a Council Member

OLD BUSINESS: 


∙ the deadline for John Gergen’s wetland replacement plan was approaching;


∙ Mark Gamm was still gathering information re limiting the number of garbage haulers;

∙ tabled further discussion on how to handle Dan Singfiel’s encroachment onto City property until the October 27th meeting – Member Nash would prefer that the City sell the property to Mr. Singfiel instead of granting an easement.
