MINUTES – December 9th meeting:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member More to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $41,312.45.  Motion carried unanimously.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Roger Nolte:  

• requested Council Members to attend a mock disaster drill on March 22nd;


• reported on heater options for the firehall.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  
• reminded Council Members that sealed bids for the water tower project will be opened at the January 27th Council meeting;

 • also reported that oral bids for projects costing less than $35,000 are acceptable;

• the easement with Henry & Sally Schleeter for 30’ of  property north of the water tower project had been signed and notarized by the Mayor and City Clerk – Member More will take it to the Schleeter’s for signature

• reported that Mr. Bolster had removed the violation from the front of his house;

• stated that the City Clerk and City Attorney will meet on January 23rd to review and revamp the Zoning Ordinance draft;

• reminded Council Members of the upcoming Newly Elected and Experienced Elected Officials conferences – Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to approve payment of the conference fees for anyone wishing to attend;

• stated that the next Southeastern Minnesota League of Municipalities meeting will be in Chatfield on January 30th.

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS: 
• Member More asked the status of the Gergen issue addressed at a previous Council meeting.  Mayor Carlson reported on her conversation with Tom Johnston of the Soil & Water Conservation Board concerning the impact on wetlands located on or near the property located at 405 4th Street West.  Mayor Carlson said that Mr. Gergen has 60 days from December 10th in which to respond as to his intentions to replace the ½ acre of wetlands that was disturbed.  Mayor Carlson also said that she will send a letter to the DNR requesting that the City be notified of any future wetland disturbances anywhere within the City limits.  Member More also expressed his concerns about the stability of the retaining wall and whether or not the Council should, or could, request an engineer’s report.  The City Attorney will be asked for his opinion on that question.

• Member Larsen gave a brief Park Board report about the Public meeting on January 28th to receive comments and opinions of the general public.  Also, the Park Board is requesting a letter of support from the Mayor.

(Approval of the Saloon’s is contingent upon receiving the liquor liability insurance.)  Motion carried unanimously.

TOM FERRY – water meter installation:  Mr. Ferry requested that he be able to start using a water meter at the apartment building that he owns at 507 Chestnut Street.  He stated that because of the current charges he is unable to classify the apartments as low income which will create a detriment to his tenants.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to table a decision until a future meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to adjourn at 8:29 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.

EDA President Annie Brannan arrived to give a report on the activities of the EDA.  She reported that the EDA is again working on a transportation enhancement funding application and requested the Council’s support in proceeding.  The proposal would be to blend the two (2) existing trails together by building an interpretative center in Riverside Park.  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to proceed with the application.  Motion carried unanimously.

Also, Ms Brannan invited Council Members to a joint EDA, Chamber of Commerce, MRA, etc. meeting to be held on February 19th at 5:30 p.m. at City Hall.
