ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  delete Tari Gleason at 8:15

MINUTES – October 13th Meeting:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  There was discussion about the punch list for the new heating system that was installed in the Fire Hall last spring.  The invoice submitted by Borgstrom Electric for $3,682.74 on the Warrant list was for work associated with the installation.  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to retain 10% of the amount due to Borgstrom Electric until the work has been completed to satisfaction.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to approve payment of the balance of the Warrant list in the amount of $23,341.29.  Motion carried unanimously.
CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT – Bill Angerman of WHKS & Co:  

∙ reported that the old water tower has been removed and the project will be wrapping up soon;

∙ had been asked to look at Block 7 of the Original Plat to determine where the water lines should come from in order to service Lots 2, 3 and 5 and also what improvements should be done to West Street, if any.  Member More stated that he would abstain from any discussions due to a conflict of interest.  Mr. Angerman explained using special assessments to pay for street improvements and questioned whether or not the City would be willing to absorb a majority of the cost until the lots on the west side of West Street were developed.  After much discussion, it was decided that two (2) separate water shut-offs would be required for the duplex on lot 5.  When Mr. Angerman was asked for his assistance in laying out the water lines, Mr. Angerman stated that his work is performed on behalf of the City, not the private developer.  The next steps for Mr. Thieman and Mr. Melder were to get an engineer to prepare the plans, submit them to the City for review, submit the plans to the Health Department for approval and then after the water line construction has been completed, the City would assume ownership of the lines. The water lines are to be constructed in the alley in Block 7 from the main on vacated 10th Street going south to Lots 2 & 3.  Reconstruction of West Street will remain open discussion but will not be done at this time.  Mr. Petersen stated that there was no need for the Metes and Bounds lot split requested by Scott Melder and Tom Thieman.

DAN SINGFIEL – Encroachment:  con’t from September 22nd meeting:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to adopt a resolution authorizing the sale of the South 15 feet of the North 20 feet of Lot 6, Block 24 in the Original Plat of the City of Mantorville subject to the following terms and conditions:  that Dan Singfiel make payment to the City for $500 plus all legal costs associated with his purchase of this property.  Motion carried unanimously.
MAYOR’S REPORT: 

∙ to date Council Member Wilke has not submitted a written resignation but was in the audience at tonight’s meeting.  Ms. Wilke stated that she is still residing in the City of Mantorville and that she will submit her written resignation when the June, 2003 Minutes have been amended as she had requested.

PARK BOARD REPORT – August 26th Minutes:  Member Larsen reported that a ribbon cutting ceremony for the new playground will be in the Spring.

RESOLUTION NO. 10-2003:  Swenke Construction was the sole applicant, thus there was a motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to approve Resolution No. 10-2003 “Cooperative Snow Removal on Trunk Highway 57 with the Minnesota Department of Transportation”.
 Motion carried unanimously.

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT:  
∙ asked the Council’s wishes concerning Ordinance No 158, the disorderly use ordinance discussed at previous meetings.  Member Nash will research how other Cities are handling it.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  
∙  Stated that she would like to have a rough draft of the rules of procedure/bylaws for Council review in January;  

∙ Unresolved issues:  asked where the Council stands on proceeding with RFP for legal services.  Member More stated, and Mr. Petersen agreed, that by tabling the RFP discussion indefinitely that that “killed” the motion.   Mr. Petersen said that he can not recall resigning as City Attorney so the position was not open at this time.  Member Nash said that he thought that RFP’s were general housekeeping to better define the duties, job expectations and roles of all consultants.  Mr. Petersen stated that he would not be applying for a position he has held for 31 years.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to adjourn at 9:30 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
