ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  add December 5th Special meeting minutes

MINUTES – November 25th and December 5th:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member More and second by Mayor Carlson to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $37,034.17.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson and Members Lamphere, Wilke and More voting aye and Member Larsen abstaining.  

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  
• mentioned that the jumbo CD will be split up so that $60,000 will go toward the “building fund” and the remainder left as “general operating expenses”

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:
• Mayor Carlson presented Member Lamphere a certificate of appreciation for eight (8) years of 

service as a Council Member

MAYOR’S REPORT:


• reminded Members that the final budget must be approved 

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Dale Brannan, Chief:


• mentioned that Don Hofstad had joined the Department;

• suggested that the gaskets need to be replaced on an overhead garage door and the walk-in doors in  Fire Hall;  

• discussion about installation of a new heating system for the fire hall. Mark Stevens will be invited to attend the January 13th Council meeting with plans & prices of the heating system. 

TRUTH IN TAXATION PUBLIC HEARING:  Mayor Carlson suggested deductions of $13,000 from the Fire Department budget, $2,000 from the EDA budget and $2,500 from legal services budget.  Marv Jensen was present to inquire about the 35% increase in the City’s portion of his property taxes and Laurel Eberhart asked about the 16% increase in her taxes.  Member More replied that the City’s budget was only increasing between 6 – 6½% and would probably be even less when the final taxes were distributed.  Motion by Member More and second by Member Lamphere to close the Public Hearing.  Motion carried unanimously.  There being no further comments or questions from anyone in attendance, there was a motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Wilke to approve Resolution No. 09-2002 “A Resolution Adopting the Final Tax Levy Collectible in 2003” to be $303,241.  Motion carried unanimously.  

JOHN GERGEN – 405 4th Street West:  Mr. Gergen was present to answer questions about a project underway at his location.  Earlier in the day, the DNR and Dodge County Soil & Water Conservation department had issued a cease and desist order to stop the hauling and filling in an area that might be determined to be wetlands.  Kent Keller explained  how he’s losing his pasture to swampland and figures that over time, he will lose an acre of useable property.  Members Wilke and Larsen asked that a silt fence be put in place to stop any additional fill from entering the creek.

CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT – WHKS & Co, Bill Angerman: Mr. Angerman presented the water tower plans and specifications and said the first step would be that the Council approve said plans and set a bid letting date.  He suggested accepting bids until 5:00 p.m. on Monday, January 27th, 2003 and open the bids at 7:30 during the regularly scheduled Council meeting.  He is proposing that the water tower be 15’ higher that originally discussed in order to boost water pressure.  He also stated that the old tower would be removed as there is no benefit to keeping it.  New well controls are also part of plan.  Guestimated time of completion would be July of 2004.

Mr. Angerman addressed the Firemen’s request to install a fill pipe at the new tower location by saying that several concerns had been raised including security, freezing, and cross contamination.  

Motion by Member More and second by Member Lamphere to accept bids until 5:00 p.m. on January 27th, 2003 and to open them at 7:30 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the preliminary plans and specifications presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Larsen to adjourn at 9:00 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
