ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  add temporary Liquor license for the Relief Association and Park Board Minutes; delete WHKS

MINUTES – July 28th Meeting:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Brannan to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $20,531.53.  Motion carried unanimously.

FIRE DEPARTMENT MINUTES – Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to acknowledge receipt of the July 6th and 7th Minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

RESOLUTION NO. 03-2004 – “Approving the Appointment of Election Judges for the Primary and General Elections”:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Brannan to approve Resolution NO. 03-2004.  Motion carried unanimously.

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:

∙ Member Brannan reported that she was able to gather more information at the LMC Regional meeting concerning Junior firefighter programs;
∙ Member Nash reported eight (8) street lights that weren’t working properly

LAWLER ENVIRONMENTAL INC. – Pat Lawler:  Mr. Lawler has a client that would like to install a septic system on a substandard parcel in Block 30 of Frank Mantor’s Subdivision.   Currently, the City’s Zoning Ordinance requires a minimum of one (1) acre if City services are not available.  This property contains 25,800 sq’ and would require a Variance to install the septic system.  Member More said that he would not have a problem granting a Variance if it shows that the property could support two (2) sites.  Mr. Lawler was told to put a plan together and submit a Variance application.  
OLD BUSINESS:   three (3) prices were received for labor to reshingle the firehall roof:

∙ Wade Bolster - $6,230.00; Travis Fjerstad - $5,600; and Jeramey Lair - $4,900; shingles,   metal edging, nails, dump fees will add an additional $3,800.  Motion by Member Brannan and second by Mayor Carlson to accept Jeramey Lair’s bid not to exceed $9,500.  Motion carried unanimously.  (Funds will come from 101-41900-220 General Gov’t Bldgs repair & maintenance).  

PERSONNEL COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION:  The Committee interviewed three (3) candidates for the position of Assistant City Clerk and recommend that the Council approve hiring of Joan Tomlinson.  Motion by Member Brannan and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the recommendation.  Motion carried unanimously.

SUMP PUMP ORDINANCE:  City Engineer Bill Angerman offered comments concerning the proposed Ordinance.  Council will review the draft if they decide to do sump pump inspections.
TEMPORARY LIQUOR LICENSE – Relief Association:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Nash to grant the temporary license for the Firemen’s dance during Marigold Days.  Motion carried unanimously.

PARK BOARD MINUTES – May 25th and June 17th:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to approve the Minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

ANNUAL BUDGET DISCUSSION:  Mayor Carlson proposed the budget be set at $631,145 which equates to an 8.2% increase.  Included would be $6,500 for the Assistant City Clerk salary; reducing General Gov’t Bldg maintenance & repairs from $15,000 to $10,000; reducing Street Department’s maintenance & repairs from $11,200 to $8,000; increasing Street Department’s Capital Outlay from $74,500 to $87,000; increasing Park & Recreation capital outlay from $10,000 to $20,000 and increasing the EDA budget to $18,000.  

COUNCIL BY-LAWS:  Motion by Member Brannan and second by Mayor Carlson to adopt the Mantorville City Council By Laws with the addition of: XIV Each Council Member is responsible for notifying the City Clerk if they will not be in attendance; and XV to notify the City Clerk of any additions/deletions to the agenda prior to the meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Brannan to adjourn at 8:10 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
