ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  delete Fire Department report

MINUTES – September 8th Meeting:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Nash to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $11,481.44.  Motion carried unanimously.

CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT – Bill Angerman of WHKS & CO:  


∙ reported that the new water tower is on line;


∙ old water tower is scheduled to be torn down the week of September 29th, takes about 2 days;


∙ no power yet to the new tower; City will have to pay to bore it under the street;


∙ well controls are being installed now;

∙ has not had an opportunity to meet with Mark Stevens to review the street sign information from the County Engineer 

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:

∙ Member Nash reported that the 4-Seasons Arena board was looking at ways to control finances – several ideas were:  shut down the arena for a couple months in the summer and try to book non-ice shows like RV shows, concerts, etc; find corporate sponsorship by selling the “name” of the arena;   

∙ Member Nash brought up painting the curb yellow along Hwy 57 in front of the Chocolate Shop and the opposite side of the Hwy also to be designated as no parking zones.  Motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to eliminate one (1) additional parking stall (20’) in front of the Chocolate Shop.  Lynette Nash debated the necessity of parking spaces in the downtown district.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson, Members More and Wilke voting aye and Member Nash and Larsen voting nay.  Ms Nash stated that by painting the curb yellow an additional 20’ did not show Council support for the downtown businesses.
CORRESPONDENCE/OTHER:  

∙ LMC regional meetings;


∙ upcoming SMLM meeting in Lake City 

Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen that the City pays the expenses of anyone wishing to attend the above mentioned meetings.  Motion carried unanimously.

∙ packet from KM Telecom re extending cable service into Mantorville.  The City Attorney was asked to review the information and report back at the October 13th meeting;

∙ reminded Council that the Rendezvous will be September 26th – 28th in Riverside Park
PUBLIC HEARING – Conditional Use Permit requested by Annette Carlson to operate a home occupation at 919 Clay Street:  Plans are to put in a beauty shop in the lower level of their home in the process of being built.  Next spring, she will add additional off-street parking.  There being no one in attendance, pro or con, there was a motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member More to close the Public Hearing at 8:07 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Larsen to grant the Conditional Use Permit to operate a beauty parlor as a home occupation at 919 Clay Street.  Motion carried unanimously.

DAN SINGFIEL – 821 Blanch Street:  After recently having his property surveyed, Mr. Singfiel discovered that his garage is encroaching 8’3” onto City property.  The City Attorney said the Council had three (3) choices:
1) grant a perpetual easement; 2) sell the property to Mr. Singfiel; or 3) make him move his garage.  There was a question about the boundaries of the City’s property around the water tower and whether or not 9th Street had ever been vacated.  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Wilke to table further discussion until the October 13th meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.
10 minute break

PARK BOARD REPORT: Member Larsen asked the Council to adopt Resolution No. 08-2003 “Expressing Appreciation for the Gift from the Mantorville Park Board in Support of the Playground Equipment Replacement Fund for Riverside Park” as recommended by the Park Board.  Member Larsen explained that the funds are to be designated solely for playground equipment replacement and recorded in a separate fund set up specifically for this donation.  Motion by Member More and second by Member Nash to adopt Resolution No. 08-2003 with the addition of “agrees to accept” as part of the sentence noted as 1. and to change the dollar amount to $36,997.02 to reflect the most current bank statement.  
Member Wilke exited the Council Chambers at this time and returned after the Park Board report.  

Motion carried with Mayor Carlson and Members Larsen, Nash, and More voting aye.  Member Wilke was not present for this vote.
Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Nash to approve the August 12th Park Board Minutes as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:
∙ Member Larsen reported that she had received verbal approval from the DNR to proceed with excavation of the tennis courts and to order the playground equipment;

∙ Member More asked that the spelling on the street sign on Bergmann Drive be corrected;

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT – Roger Petersen:  asked if he should begin work on a solid waste ordinance.  Council asked him to wait until the information has arrived from Mark Gamm.
MAYOR’S REPORT:  

∙ updated the Council on the Sesquicentennial events for 2004;


∙ reminded Council that the annual Open House will be on Monday, October 6th;

∙ addressed comments made by the City Attorney at the August 25th Council Meeting concerning the Mayor’s role at Council meetings and distributed information from the LMC about Roberts Rules of Order and the roles of Council Members and Mayor; 

Member Wilke verbally resigned her position as Council Member.
ADJOURN:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to adjourn at 8:55 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
