Items of Discussion:

· Request to earmark $10,000 of the 2005 budget over to 2006 for revolving loan fund, trails, work with empty lots by Riverside Park etc.  Motion made by Chair Brannan, second by Member Carlson to bring this to the Council in November for approval.  Motion passed unanimously.

· Reminder that the volunteer group meeting will be held on November 2 and sponsored by the MRA.  

· Discussion regarding what the EDA has planned for the future and how to get where we want to be.  How do we start a revolving loan fund?  How to get business into town?  It was the consensus of the committee to invite Mike Bubany of David Drown and Associates to the EDA for November 16.  Cami will call to invite him.

· Member Carlson would like to see the Welcome to Mantorville signs up sooner than later.  She will do the research and bring it to the meeting on November 16.

· Annie needs to contact Omni Environmental.  She has been busy and has not had the time to pursue this.  If anyone would like to take over this project to have the tanks located they may feel free to do so.  One question brought up is if the City owns the land, do they assign it to the EDA?  Sell it to the EDA?  Can the EDA determine who buys the lots or what sort of buildings are put up and what type of business goes there?  This is a question for Mike Bubany that will be addressed when he comes on the 16.

· Member Carlson will contact Dick Krier after the first of the year.

· Farmers Market update – Annie is putting together a letter to send out to the Farmers Market committee to find out how things went this year and to address any changes for next year.  She will bring this to the meeting on the 16 for review.

· Time change for EDA meetings – It was discussed that a new time might be better for the EDA meetings; 5:45 PM to 7:30 PM each 3rd Wednesday of the month.  The new time would allow for the members to get to the meetings on time and a longer meeting would allow for more discussion to take place.  The new time would take effect after the first of the year.  

· Advertise for the open position on the EDA.  Any new applicants will be brought to the next EDA meeting, November 16.

· Update the EDA bylaws to state that 50% of the Members need to be City residents.  

· Update from Member Neseth on the Farmers Market – The EDA needs to meet with the Chamber, Park Board and Tourism group to set up rules and what nots for the Farmers Market.  

· Discussion on the remaining amount of money from the EDA budget $1,700.  A suggestion was to do something regarding the Old Fashioned Christmas.  Members are to bring suggestions to the meeting on November 16.
