1.  Call to Order - The regular session of the City Council was called to order at 6:35 PM by Mayor Carlson.

3.  Consent Agenda - 

a.
Meeting Minutes - Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nord to accept the City Council Minutes of July 25, August 8, and July 29 Special Council Meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.

Warrant List - Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Nord to accept the warrant list.  Motion passed unanimously.

4. Old Business 

a. Marigold Days Update - No one was present from the Marigold Days Committee to give an update on the festival.

5.  New Business - 

a.   Public Hearing, 6:45 PM, Handevidt Plat - The public hearing was

      opened at 6:45 PM by Mayor Carlson.  The public hearing was held for the re plat of the property owned by the Handevidt’s.  One comment was made by Jim Welch who wanted to know if these lots were part of the project area.  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Brannan to close the public hearing.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Brannan to accept the replat of the Handevidt’s subdivision as long as all the correct changes are made on the final plat regarding the easements for Xcel Energy.  Motion passed unanimously.

b.
Public Hearing, 7:00 PM, Sump Pump Ordinance - The public hearing was opened at 7:02 PM by Mayor Carlson.  No one was present for comments.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Mayor Carlson to close the public hearing.  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nord to adopt Ordinance No. 170, Regulating Discharge into the Sanitary Sewer System By Sump Pumps In Mantorville, Minnesota and Prescribing Penalties for Violation.  Motion passed unanimously.  Direction was given for City Staff to proceed with enforcing the ordinance and working with WHKS to set this up.  Due to the amount of time that will be involved with this project and the extra time needed for the NW W/S project, Motion was made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nord to increase Assistant City Clerk, Karen Khavari, to 40 hours per week.  The hours will be evaluated in November when she has her 3 month review.  

c.  Public Hearing, 7:10 PM Vrieze Garage Variance, in excess of 900 square feet - The Public Hearing was opened at 7:10 PM.  Todd Vrieze was present to discuss his request to build a garage that is 1,296 square feet.  The current zoning ordinance only allows for 900 square feet.  The property buts up to an alley therefore the garage would need to be 15 feet from the alley.  A citizen commented if Mr. Vrieze did in fact know where the alley lot lines are.  They aren't shown on the site plan. A letter was submitted by neighbor Luke Nash who was not present at the meeting stating his objection to the variance.  Mr. Nash feel's that the garage size requested is too large for the area involved.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Mayor Carlson to close the public hearing.  Motion carried unanimously.  Discussion of the Council concluded that they will table the request until a survey of the property is submitted showing actual lot lines.  The Council also felt that there should be a full quorum to approve the variance.  The variance is tabled until the September 12, 2005 regular meeting.

b. City Clerks Report -



1.  Announce to the Council that the retreat date has been set for September 24 @ 9:00 AM.  All members will be present except for Member Brannan who will be out of town.  Bill Angerman of WHKS has been notified and will be present.



2.  Class training - Cami presented three class offerings to attend - Focus on HR to get information regarding personnel policies, Technology update and Group Health Plans/HIPPA.  All three were approved by Council.



3.  Mediacom website - A representative from Mediacom sent information regarding their website and asked if the Council would be interested in putting information or a link to the City Websit on there.  The Council will review the website and get back to them.



4.  Briggs and Morgan - Bond Certification procedure change:  The underwriters of the bond issue have suggested that in order to get the bonds sold at the same time, each City will designate some of their Bank Qualification for 2005 and issue their own respective bonds.  Three Cities are designating and issuing bonds for the project; Dodge Center, Oronoco and Mantorville.  None of the cities will be liable for any bond repayment and the obligations will not constitute indebtedness on any of the cities.  The City will have to publish and hold a public hearing for the bond issue.  Due to the extra work going into this now, Mantorville will receive $12,000 instead of the previously proposed $7,500 administrative fee.  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nord to go ahead with the public hearing.  Motion passed unanimously.



5.  Direct Staff to work with WHKS to implement the procedure for the Sump Pump Inspections - Staff was given direction earlier in the meeting.


c. Council Members Report - Member Nord received a complaint on a residence in Mantorville.  The complaint regarded junk, dog feces, and weeds.  Cami is to send a letter to the property owners noting the City Ordinances and requesting clean up.
