7. Old Business/New Business
a) EDA New Member Approval 


Terry Eckstein is being recommended by the Mantorville EDA to fill one of its vacancies.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Bradford to accept Terry Eckstein to the open position.  Motion passed unanimously.

Terry thanked the Council for the vote of confidence and he is looking forward to working with Mantorville and the EDA.

b) RV Park Reservation Policy 


The Park Board submitted a draft reservation policy for the City campground.  The Sheriff’s Department would monitor things after hours.  As long as we have something posted, it can be enforced similar to the shelter reservation.  Member Brannan’s only concern is if someone reserves a spot on a Friday morning and no one is in the office on that Friday.  Member Reding stated that to reserve a site, the reservation form and fee needs to be collected in advance.  Mayor Nash and Member Brannan offered to check the drop box if/when staff will be gone on a Friday.  
c) 5th Street East Bike Path 

Member Bradford asked if these dollars were calculated with the work being done concurrently with the sewer extension project.  Mayor Nash and Member Brannan felt it was.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Reding to table this discussion until the next council meeting.  Get any questions to Cami about the path in the next week; see if Bill Angerman can come to the next meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.
d) 2010 Additional Proposed LGA Reductions 

Originally the City was cut $50,000 from the 2010 LGA distribution.  The Governor has proposed an additional unallotment to cities and the City of Mantorville could be cut another $55,000.  The finance committee is recommending that the budget be frozen for all subdivisions and pass on to them that information and ask them how they would like the Council to handle the reductions in their area; percentage reduction, have council do the reducing, put spending limits in place etc.  What might work for one department may not work for another.  Fire Department, EDA, Park, and Adam from a street perspective should be at the next Council Meeting.  Dave does not have anything except for daily operations of the water tower and the WWTP so he does not need to attend.  Member Bradford said this would offer the best potential to avoid any misunderstanding.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to freeze the budget.  Mayor Nash added to use the same clause as last time; except in the case of emergency, health and welfare.  Motion passed unanimously.
