MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
MONDAY, AUGUST 8, 2005

6:30 PM

1. Call to order – The regular meeting of the City Council was called to order at 6:33 PM by Mayor Carlson.

2. Additions/Deletions to agenda – Add Sump Pump Ordinance, Remove Council minutes of July 25, move Personnel committee report to a closed session.

3. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Abel, second by Mayor Carlson to accept the consent agenda as written; Council Minutes July 11, 2005, Fire Department Minutes, Warrant List.  Motion passed unanimously.

4. Old Business
a. Bids, NW W/S project – The infrastructure committee (Annie Brannan, Ross Abel) met along with City Engineer Bill Angerman City financial consultant Mike Bubany to discuss options to cover the overruns from the bids.  The recommendation was to have the City cover the extra cost by taking the money from the Street Department CIP each year.  The overruns total approximately $180,000 and the City would need to cover $70,000 each year for five years.  Each year the Council will need to decide where they want to take the money to cover the costs.  Motion made by Member Abel, second by Member Brannan to accept the low bid of $1,003,000.00 from S J Lewis out of Waite Park, MN.  The City will cover the additional cost beyond the preliminary estimates of $17,300 per household for water and sewer connection and $11,000 for those that have water and will only require sewer although they will need to reconnect to the new water lines and that amount is in the price.  A representative of the Council will need to be available for the signing of the Easements by those residents in the project area.

b. Tom Aarts lots – Mr. Aarts was present to discuss allowing new septic and wells on his two lots that he intends to sell.  The City had previously told him that they may not allow any new systems to be placed in City limits as they would like to see City services provided to all residents of Mantorville.  Mr. Aarts and the realtor for his property would like for the City to state in writing that they will allow new septic and a well for this property and they won’t be running City utilities to that area for a certain period of time.  The City cannot determine at this point when they will extend their water and sewer services to any area’s not already served.  New councils may have different ideas and actions and we cannot forecast that at this point.  No letter can be written and no guarantee to when and if the City will extend the lines.  It is not on this Councils agenda for this year.
c. Sewer and Water Ordinances/Resolutions – Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Mayor Carlson, to pass the following:
· Ordinance No.160 An Ordinance establishing a connection fee policy for sewer connections within the city of Mantorville, MN.

· Resolution No. 11-2005 A resolution of the city of mantorville, minnesota relating to the establishment of fees for sanitary sewer connections, water works systems, including but not limited to mains, valves, hydrants, service connections, wells, pumps, and other appurtenances of a waterworks system.
· Ordinance No.161 AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A CONNECTION FEE POLICY FOR WATER CONNECTIONS WITHIN THE CITY OF MANTORVILLE, MINNESOTA.
· Amendment to Ordinance No.119, Article III sections 4 and 5 and repealing the current article III, sections 4 and 5 of Mantorville City Ordinance 119.
· Ordinance No.162 AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A PROGRAM TO DEFER PAYMENT OF SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS FOR SENIOR CITIZENS AND RETIRED, DISABLED HOMEOWNERS.
Motion passed unanimously with each member voting in favor.  Member Nord was absent from the meeting.

5. New Business

a. 2005 Rendezvous – Mary Ann Bucher was present to discuss and answer any question regarding this years Rendezvous in the park which will be held September 23-25.  They will have use of the whole park.  They are to talk to the Park Board also.

b. Notice from Fire Department – The Fire Department donated equipment and/or gear to an organization that sends it to countries that cannot afford it.  According to Rog Nolte, the equipment has zero value and does not meet any OSHA protocol here in the US.  Member Nash would like to see a policy put in place for disposing of any City Property and that is to include the Fire Department. 
c. Gambling License – Pheasants Forever – Motion made by Member Nash, second by Mayor Carlson to approve the gambling permit for the Dodge County Pheasants Forever.  A raffle will take place at the Mantorville Relay Station in October 2005.

d. Request from Semcac for Donation – Motion made by Member Nash, second by Mayor Carlson to approve the donation for Semcac.  Donate the same amount as last year.  Cami to find out what that amount was.

6. TBD – 

a. City Clerks Report – 
· Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Brannan to increase Gloria Plotnicks pay check to $35.00 each time she cleans City Hall.  Gloria has been doing the cleaning since 1999 and has never received an increase. She is usually here 2 ½ to 3 hours.
· Retreat – Scheduled for August 20 @ 10am.  The next one is scheduled for September 17 or 24 at 10 am.  Staff is to contact Council and Bill Angerman to see if all are available and for which date works better.

b. Mayors Report – 

· Member Brannan reported that the annual meeting of the different organizations took place and went well.  There is $750 left in the sesquicentennial checkbook that the committee would like to use some towards putting together a scrapbook from the City Celebration and the remainder to be put towards an entry sign for Mantorville.

· The left over t-shirts will go on sale at $3 for one or 2 for $5.  All sales will go towards the sign for Mantorville.

· There are still many concerns regarding 5th Street East.  The road supports 30 MPH but many drive much faster.  It is not safe for walking.  This is one of the discussion items for the retreat on August 20.  
· Member Nash reported that there will be a 3% increase for the Sheriff’s department contract for 2006.

7. Correspondence – 
a. Minnesota Department of Health letter stating that the City passed the Lead/Copper Tap Water Monitoring required by the Safe Drinking Water Act.  The City is in the 90th percentile.

b. 2005 LMC Annual Conference – The date will be December 1-3 in Rochester. Mayor Carlson recommends full Council attendance.

Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nash to close the regular session at 7:45 PM.

Closed Session was opened at 7:52 PM by Mayor Carlson.  Present was Mayor Carlson, Member Brannan, Member Nash, Member Abel and City Engineer Bill Angerman.

Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Brannan to adjourn the closed session and the regular session of the City Council at 8:05 PM.  Motion passed unanimously.
