ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  none

MINUTES – October 28th meeting:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Lamphere to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $18,310.26.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson, Members Lamphere, Wilke and More voting aye and Member Larsen abstaining.

Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Larsen to accept the General Election results as submitted.  Motion carried unanimously.

MAYOR’S REPORT: 

• Mayor Carlson distributed LMC research articles as to whether or not Volunteer fire departments can charge City residents for fire calls.  Since there is no state law saying that departments can or cannot charge residents, the consensus was to leave it as is;

• Also distributed a memo from the LMC research department concerning the definition of a meal in order to be deemed a restaurant for liquor licensing purposes.  

ANNUAL LAW ENFORCEMENT CONTRACT:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to enter into a contract for the year 2003 at a rate of $32.63/hour which equates to $5,655.87/month.  Motion carried unanimously.

RESOLUTION NO. 08-2002 – “Cooperative Snow Removal on Trunk Highway 57 with the Minnesota Department of Transportation”:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Larsen to approve Swenke Company, Inc. to furnish the equipment to remove snow off from that portion of Hwy 57 within the City limits.  Motion carried unanimously.

MANTORVILLE SOCIAL CLUB – Ponnareay Peng, owner:  Mr. Peng had been notified from City Attorney Roger Petersen that the annual On-Sale non-intoxicating malt liquor license and the annual Dance permit had been suspended for up to 60 days or until Mr. Peng provides proof of financial responsibility with regard to liability as per MN Statute Section 340A.801.  Mr. Peng’s attorney, Paul Deloughery, was also present.  He provided several Sales and Use Tax Returns from 2000 and 2001.  Since the information was incomplete, the Council told Mr. Peng that he would need to show proof of liquor liability insurance or an affidavit from his accountant that the sales of liquor total less than $25,000/year in order to have the licenses reactivated.  Council then made the decision that he could hold the public dances on Sunday afternoons but that customers could not bring in their own liquor and the Social Club could not sell beverages as they might be construed as set-ups nor could he sell 3.2 beer or alcohol of any kind. (discussion continued later in the meeting)

ANNUAL ASSESSMENT AGREEMENT:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Mayor Carlson to enter into the 2003 annual agreement with the Dodge County Assessor at a rate of $3,346 for the year 2003.  Motion carried unanimously.

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:

• Member Wilke reported that the playground equipment fund has reached $32,005 in cash donations to date.

• Member Wilke also encouraged the Council to work with Deputy Rose concerning rental properties within the City.  

• Member Larsen reported that she was in the process of researching the “disorderly use” program and will have more information at a future meeting.

• Member Larsen also stated that representatives from the Women of Today will be in attendance at the November 25th meeting to explain their non-profit foundation.

GERALD MILLER – 647 Stagecoach Road:  Mr. Miller has a buyer for his property and would like the Council to grant permission for the new owners to raise four (4) ducks on the property.  Council said that it would not be allowable based on Mantorville’s Ordinance No. 87 Section 2 that reads “it shall be unlawful for any person to keep or harbor any horses, mules, cattle, sheep, swine, goats, chickens, turkeys or other domestic fowls, within the platted areas of the City of Mantorville or to permit the same to be done upon premises owned, occupied or controlled by him.”  

MANTORVILLE SOCIAL CLUB, continued:  Mr. DeLoughery requested that the Council appoint someone to authorize reinstatement of the liquor license if Mr. Peng obtains a consumption and display permit from the State prior to the next Council meeting.  Council would not agree to that request.  

MAYOR’S REPORT, continued:  
• Mayor Carlson presented the Comprehensive Plan information that the EDA has been working on.  She explained the areas that require Council input.  Council agreed to meet on Thursday, December 5th at 6 p.m. to go over the information.

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT:  
• Mr. Petersen reiterated that there is no statute that specifically addresses whether or not Volunteer Fire Departments can charge residents for fire calls.  He reminded Council of the Attorney General’s opinion that said it wasn’t allowed.  Council again agreed not to change the way of billing.

• Mr. Petersen presented draft Ordinance No. 152 “An Ordinance Regulating the Sale of 3.2 Percent Malt Liquor, Consumption and Display Permits, and Dancing in the City of Mantorville, Minnesota” for Council review and discussion.  Several changes were suggested and Mr. Petersen will forward a final draft to be enclosed in the next Council meeting packets.  

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:

• Discussion about keeping water connection fees and sewer connection fees in line with what Kasson charges.  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Wilke to raise water connection fees to $350 and sewer connection fees to $750, and add a $50 sump pump inspection fee, where applicable effective December 1st, 2002.  Motion carried unanimously.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Wilke to adjourn at 9:15 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
