1. Call to Order – The meeting was called to order at 6:34 PM by Mayor Carlson.

2. Additions/Deletions to Agenda – Add 5d. WAC/SAC Fee’s, 5e.  Codification.

3. Consent Agenda – 

a. Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Abel to approve the Council Minutes of September 12, 2005, Special Council Minutes of September 19, 2005.  Motion passed unanimously.

b. Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nord to approve the Park Board minutes of 5/9/05, 5/31/05, 6/28/05, 7/26/05.  Motion passed unanimously.

c. Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nord to accept the Fire Department Minutes as written.  Motion passed unanimously.
d. Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Abel to accept the Warrant List.  Motion passed unanimously.

4. Old Business – None

5. New Business – 

a. Farmers Market – Don Swanson and Chris Snow were present from the Farmers Market to inquire on where they stand at this point.  Does the City still want them down in the Park?  Who makes the decisions regarding the Farmers Market and who is in charge?  Chris Snow presented the Markets Rules and Regulations and also the parking set up.  The new handicap area has changed the parking situation.  People have all ready paid in advance for spots and now they have to be moved.  There seems to be some issues regarding confrontations with the Chamber and this parking spot and how much room is designated for it.  The Mayor stated that the handicap access needs to stay open at all times.  It cannot be blocked at all and if it is they will be asked to move.  How much space is designated for the handicap spot and who is responsible for defining the area?  When will the area actually be defined by a sign?  The Mayor stated that all groups involved with the Farmers Market need to get together to discuss the situation and the future of the Farmers Market.  Chris Snow is planning to attend the Park Board meeting on Tuesday the 27th to discuss the handicap access with them and other issues.  They are also planning to attend the Chamber meeting in October to get some resolution.
b. Bond Bids – $1,195,000 general Obligation Utility Revenue Bonds - NW W/S project; Mike Bubany of David Drown Associates was present to discuss the results of the bond bids.  Three bids were received.  The bidders were Cronin and Company, United Bankers’ Bank, and North American Capital Markets.  Low bid was received by Cronin and Company.  A 2% good faith payment will be wired to the City’s account the next business day.  Motion made by Mayor Carlson second by Member Abel to pass A Resolution Providing for the Issuance and Sale of $1,195,000 General Obligation Utility Revenue/Disposal System Bonds, Series 2005A, Pledging For the Security Thereof Net Revenue and Levying A Tax for the Payment Thereof  Approving the Sale of the Bonds.  Motion passed unanimously.
c. Resolution 13-2005 – Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nord to pass Resolution 13-2005 Calling Hearing on Assessments for Northwest Sewer and Water Improvements of 2005.  Motion passed unanimously.  A public hearing has been set for October 24, 2005 at 7:00 PM to hear comments for or against the assessment hearing for the NW W/S project.  All interested parties should attend.
d. WAC/SAC Fee’s – Mike Bubany of David Drown Associates explained the reason for City’s to implement these fees.  The money goes into the Water and Sewer funds to help offset costs for repairs and updates to the City Water and Sewer.  The fees are paid by new developers when they are hooking up to City Services.  Discussion took place regarding the current water and sewer rates.  More information will be brought at a later date.

e. Codification – Cami received a quote from American Legal Publishing regarding the codification of the City Code.  The fee is $9,375.  The services provided would include a complete overhaul of the current City code.  It would be updated to cover all current laws.  Many of the current ordinances are out of date and should be updated.  It is smarter to go ahead and codify the whole thing at once then do some at a time.  Motion made by Member Abel, second by Mayor Carlson to accept the codification agreement with the League of MN Cities consultant American Legal Publishing in the amount of $9,375.  A payment of 10% down will be made upon the signing of the contract with 60% payable upon receipt of the draft code and the remaining to be paid upon completion.  Motion passed unanimously.  
6. TBD –  A. Mayors Report 
1. Street Striping will be done on 5th Street East early in October.  The trees on the North side of 5th along the City’s right of way will also be trimmed in October.  The City is planning to put up a speed sign that shows how fast you are going when you get near it.  The County will focus some extra time in that area to monitor speeding.  
2. SMLM – Mayor Carlson and Member Brannan are planning to attend the meeting on September 29th.
3. Annual LMC Conference – The conference is scheduled for December 1-3.  The Mayor encourages staff and council to attend. 

4. City Comprehensive Plan – Discussion with Mike Bubany regarding the City’s Comprehensive Plan that has not been completed.  Does the City want to have David Drown Associates assist with the completion of the project?  The City needs to decide what they want to include in the plan and how extensive they want to be.  The City will also be looking at their water and sewer rates for 2006.
B. City Clerks Report –


1. Cami explained the NIMS compliance to the Council.  In order not to lose any type of Federal funding including grants, the City needs to pass a resolution stating they plan to implement the NIMS system by October 2006.  NIMS stands for National Incident Management System.  The purpose of the program is to ensure that City’s have a plan in place in case of a disaster.  The resolution needs to be passed by September 30, 2005.  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nash to pass Resolution 14-2005, A Resolution adopting the National Incident Management System(NIMS).  Motion passed unanimously. 

Council Members Report –
