MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

1. Call to Order – Mayor Carlson called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.

2. Additions/Deletions to agenda – Addition to consent agenda, 3b – Amended pay request #5, SJ Louis Construction, Inc.
3. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nash to approve the City Council meeting minutes of May 8, 2006, EDA Minutes of April 18, 2006 and the warrant list including pay request #5 to SJ Louis.  Member Reding noted that a change needs to be made in the minutes of May 8, 2006. Under public concerns, at the end of the first paragraph “Member Reding said it gave the appearance of a coup”, that should go at the end of paragraph two.  Motion passed unanimously with the change to the May 8, 2006 Council meeting minutes.

6. Old Business 
a) Oath of Office – Mayor Carlson gave the oath of office to two of the Planning Commission Members, Ross Abel and Ron Alberts.

b) Amended Livestock Ordinance No.87 – Council would like to have further discussion on this at a workshop.  Member Brannan stated that people are waiting for answers on this ordinance and that shouldn’t they consider having City Attorney Lee Bjorndal at the next Council meeting to discuss for possible adoption instead of waiting for the summer retreat?  Council agreed to have Lee at the next meeting for questions and answers regarding the updated Ordinance.

c) Non-Domestic Animal Ordinance – Council agreed to have City Attorney Lee Bjorndal present at the next meeting for discussion of the ordinance.

d) CIP (Capital Improvement Plan) – Motion made by Member Abel, second by Mayor Carlson to approve Mike Bubany of David Drown and Associates to proceed with the CIP for the City of Mantorville.  Member Reding asked if they will tell us what improvements need to be done in the City.  Mayor Carlson replied that they will look at the current and future needs of the City and make recommendations to the Council.  The Council makes the final decision.  Motion passed unanimously.
e) Park Board and EDA recommended City Trail and Bike Paths – Dave Dripps was present to give the Council a presentation regarding the bike route that both the Park Board and EDA have recommended for approval.  The route shows the safest path, the least amount of cost, and the highest probability of success.  With the route in place it will allow for an actual bike trail to be added when a road is put in or upgraded.  A question was brought up regarding the current standard street sizing.  Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Brannan to approve the City Trail and Bike Path as recommended by the Park Board and the EDA.  Motion passed unanimously.

f) Approval of RFP for Comprehensive Plan – An update was given by Member Brannan who stated that the Committee for the Comp Plan has two very good firms that they would like to send further questions to in regards to updating the Comprehensive Plan.  If the Committee cannot agree on the recommendation to the Council, they will present both firms to the Council for their recommendation and final decision.

8. New Business 

a) Service Recognition Awards – John Bishop and John Hazuka – Mayor Carlson presented two Service of Excellence awards.  One to John Bishop, for his time and work to the previous Mantorville.com website, and one to John Hazuka, for his time and gift of the framed photo’s of sites in Mantorville he contributes to the City.

b) City Contractor’s license – Hofschulte Backhoe & Septic, LLC – Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Reding to approve the application of Hofschulte Backhoe & Septic, LLC as an approved contractor for water and sewer hookups in the City.  Motion passed unanimously.

c) Waste water treatment plant tour – Council and members of the general public were given a tour of the WWTP.  The tour was given by Matt Brekke, Dave Leth, Pete Engstrom and Bill Angerman.  Additional information given along with the tour is the job and reporting responsibilities required at the WWTP.  A lot of testing and report writing is required by the State of MN to monitor flow and check water quality.  Several rumors have been heard regarding the failing of the plant.  None of those are true.  The WWTP has never failed.  It has reached flow capacity and that in turn creates a violation.  That is where the thought of “failure” comes in.  The plant is functioning properly and where it needs to be at.

d) Planning and Zoning Commission Application – Two applicants were received for the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Bill Reding and Dale Brannan.  Member Abel and Member Brannan asked that the decision be tabled until the next meeting as they knew of one more applicant that wanted to be considered.  Council approved the extension of the decision until the next Council meeting.

e) Semcac – Request for donation – Council directed staff to take a look at what the City has contributed in the past and bring to the next meeting.  Item tabled until next Council meeting.

9. TBD

a) Mayors Report – 
· Mayor Carlson asked members to review the bylaws, rules of procedure and job descriptions for Mayor and Council.  Council agreed to add an education requirement to the job descriptions.  Council should be required to attend the annual training for new and existing members.    
· Council discussed briefly on the 2007 budget.  Council asked that staff add the current month to date balance as a column.  Staff will prepare and hand out at next meeting.

b) Council Members Report –

· Ross Abel – Gave an update on the Planning and Zoning Meeting.  They will be meeting the first and third Mondays until they are up and running.

· Annie Brannan – 
1. Gave an update on the EDA lots.  Monitoring wells will be added, they are gathering information on the flood plain/flood zone on those lots, RFP is being put together by staff for the sale of the lots.  EDA has set some criteria they would like to see in the sale of the lots.  The EDA voted on their members and the following have been elected for 2006;

2. Annie requested permission to close off the Alley between the Opera House and the Silken Bedroom during one of the performances on June 18 where they will be serving hordeurves. 
3. Annie inquired on the mowing along 5th Street East.  Dave Dripps replied that he has been doing that in the hopes it will be utilized as a walking trail.

4. Annie inquired on the water pressure problem at the saloon.  Matt Brekke replied that there is a mess with the lines and the Hubbell House is currently working on getting off the line.

5. Note that there is graffiti under the bridge and one of the lights are broken.
6. Inquiry on the loose branches and trees on the riverbanks.  How do we get that cleaned up?  By the City or the DNR?  Annie is going to check into that.

7. There is a huge pile of twigs in a corner of Riverside Park.  Annie is coordinating with the Fire Department in getting that cleaned up.

8. There are concerns about the covered bridge and how stable it is.  Staff is going to look at that.
9. There is a section by the covered bridge which is an eyesore.  Can some black dirt and seed be planted to make it look better?

10. There is a dredge hole under the bridge that needs to be fixed, can it be filled with rock?

c) City Clerks Report – 

· Update given regarding the communication and collaboration project with the whole County of Dodge.  A meeting date is being set up but nothing formal done as of yet.

· Note for the record that Ron Schraefel has been removed as a member of the Planning Commission.

· Cami will be working with local schools and county in preparing for a possible flu pandemic.

· A reminder to turn in your certificate of completion on the NIMS IS-700 when you receive it.  

d) City Engineers Report – 

· Bill Angerman asked if there were any further questions on the WWTP.

· WHKS will add the bike/trail map to the city base maps.  WHKS can help with any grant funding for the trails.

· Update on the proposed land development.  Bill sent Ron Alberts a list of items needed to be done before the City would look at his proposed development.  Cami is to contact Mantorville Township regarding the concept plan and setting up a meeting with them to meet with Bill Angerman and City Attorney Lee Bjorndal.

e) Public Works Report – 

· The new fire hydrant has been installed at the corner of 3rd and West Street.

· Update on the 9th Street curb and blacktop – waiting for estimates.

· City wide cleanup went well.  This is the last year that black bags will be allowed.

· Public Works is asking to change their summer hours to 7am to 4pm.  They are still always on call and available whenever needed.  The hours will take effect on June 1 through August 1.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Carlson to approve the summer hours for Public Works staff, Matt Brekke and Dave Leth.
