MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

MONDAY SEPTEMBER 28, 2009

6:30 PM

1. Call to Order – Mayor Nash called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Member Brannan questioned a couple of bills that are over the $250 limit.  The repair to the Sterling dump truck was related to a wiring problem that needed to be fixed right away and the programming of the FD radio’s to add the ambulance channel was previously approved.  Motion passed unanimously.

5. Public Concerns - None
6. Public Hearing – 7:00 Conditional Use Permit for Moving of a Building

Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Reding to close the regular session and open the Public Hearing at 7:05 pm.   Motion passed unanimously.

Paul Larsen handed out a letter to the Council from a resident who could not be present tonight.  Mayor Nash suggested that the Council gather all the information presented tonight, take all public input and table the final decision until the next Council Meeting because there needs to be an archeology study completed before the City grants the permit.  The outcome of the study could change any conditions set on the CUP.  
Jane Harwick spoke regarding the letter from SHPO and the comments made about restoring the building on the current site.  The MRA proposed to relocate the building versus demolition.  The MRA would rather have had the structure restored on its current site but that was not an option.  She wants the Council to consider that if they choose to accept the assumption that an alternative to retaining the property on its original site had been fully addressed because the property owner said we want to demolish it or we will neglect it to the point to where it is not an appropriate building; if we consider that to be adequate consideration whether or not something should be restored or moved, it will set a precedent that will enable any property owner to purchase any property in the historic district and allow them to neglect it until it is no longer appropriate or demolish it.    

Mayor Nash commented that the comment letter the City received from SHPO did not impact Robert Vogel’s opinion on the outcome of the EAW.  
Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to close the public hearing.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Reding to table the CUP pending the receipt of the information from the archeological study.  Motion passed unanimously.

7. Old Business/New Business

a) Steve Williams, Mantorville Saloon 

Steve Williams, owner of the Mantorville Saloon, spoke to the Council about the letter he received from the City.  Things he wanted to address are the patio, Marigold Days and the article in DCI.  He feels the article in the paper is disheartening.  He takes pride in his business and supports activities in town.  He feels how we had this put in the paper is the wrong way.  To build an event they had takes a lot of time and effort.  There is going to be some flaws that need to be worked out.  We should be proud of the number of people the event brought in.  He does not deny that liquor came out of the liquor store.  There were a lot of house parties that took place and open containers walking from all over the different neighborhoods. How do you control that?  People can choose to go elsewhere for their events.  He wants to move forward and share ideas on how the event can become bigger and better.  How can we work better together to move forward?  If the City is going to be really strict and stringent, things will have to change.  
Mayor Nash appreciated Steve coming in to address the issues.  He has heard nothing but good things since Steve took over the Saloon.  Realistically, he has nothing negative to say.  As for the newspaper article, we didn’t place the article or write it.  The things in there were comments made at the Council meeting.  There are some challenges that need to be looked at for the future.  As for turning a blind eye for the weekend, he doesn’t feel that is the way to go but maybe block off a larger portion of the street.  As for the mess, there is an inherent amount that comes from these events but there wasn’t anything significant to worry about.  We do need to find ways to control the concerns that have been brought forward and we are confident to work with Steve on this.  There are expectations that we need to be conscious about.
Member Reding commented on the noise.  It was louder than what we are use to such as the Beatle Bash.  Maybe we can start earlier and close down earlier.  Steve commented that there are things that can be done such as put up walls; turn the band a different way, etc.  

Steve wanted to touch base on smoking patio.  How far and to what extent does he need to monitor open containers on the patio and if they should walk off the patio area?  Mayor Nash would like to see the liquor stay on the patio because that is what the licensed area is approved for.  To be consistent, you need to keep things the same.  Steve is working on ways to possibly change how the patio area is set up to avoid people from leaving it with alcohol.  

They want to make the Friday night event better for next year.  They want to work with the City on police enforcement or any other idea’s to get it figured out.

b) Jim Mitchell – Request for reappointment of the Financial Officer  

Jim is taking a one year leave of absence in October.  He is recommending Doug Wunderlich take over his duties as Financial Officer until the end of the year when new officers are elected.  This is the recommendation of the Fire Department.  Doug has accepted.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Bradford to approve Doug Wunderlich as the new financial officer for the FD until the end of the year.  Jim will turn in his leave request at the next FD meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.

c) Will Lambert regarding noise

Will Lambert spoke of the increased noise from the Friday night Saloon event and it was beyond anything he had ever experienced with the Beatles Bash and the old Relay.  He feels it can be worked on to be better next year and that there are some easy ways to fix it.  He is not against the concert and agrees that anything that can be done to bring people into the community is a plus.  
Jamie Jencks spoke that many vendors commented that we need to do this again next year.  He hopes that the City will work with the Saloon for next year on fine tuning efforts.

d) EAW – Determination for an EIS
Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Reding to approve the findings of facts in the determination of the EIS and approve Resolution 2009-16, A RESOLUTION DECLARING A NEGATIVE NEED FOR AN ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT STATEMENT FOR THE RELOCATION OF A NATIONALLY REGISTERED GREEK REVIVAL BUILDING.  Motion passed unanimously.

The City will be asked to consider the request for a CUP for the moving of the structure.  The archeological survey needs to be done as the outcome of that could set precedence on the written findings for the CUP.  Mr. Vogel feels that this can all be completed for the next Council Meeting.  

e) Resolution 2009-15, LOCAL BOARD OF APPEAL AND EQUALIZATION

Member Bradford completed the required training so the City can hold the LBAE at the City level and not up at the County.  The City would have its own separate hearing on this.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Schmidt to approve resolution 2009-15 LOCAL BOARD OF APPEAL AND EQUALIZATION.  Motion passed unanimously.
f) Membership in MN Association of Small Cities

Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Reding that we pass on membership in the MN Association of Small Cities.  Motion passed unanimously.

g) PZ Recommendation for New Member (moved from item 4 d.) 

Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to approve Doug Schmidt to fill the rest of the term of Bob Lermon.  Motion passed unanimously.  Doug will come into City Hall and Cami will give him the Oath.

a) Public Works Report

Adam gave the following report;

· Clean up from the Trails Committee State Legislatures Finance Committee event looked good

· KHA did get the new shingles on

· Marigold Days – overflow was used in Slingerland, cleanup was good after the Hairball Band played, Firemans Dance cleanup went good and street was opened up by 12:30, on Sunday the parade route and park got some clean up done with the rest on Monday, Rendezvous cleanup went good; only got one call regarding the bathrooms.  Adam suggested that if the City is going to allow a free spot for someone through Marigold days, maybe we can put them in the overflow camping area until after the event so we can collect dollars on an active full hookup spot.
· Rose Culbertson’s tree’s that were planted 2 years ago are dead.  Adam is to get a bid on them and bring it back to Council. 
· He will be going to his first Rural Water Class in Zumbrota.

Member Brannan suggested that maybe we can look at doing clean up the Monday after Marigold Days to get more people involved.

b) City Clerk Report

Cami gave the following report;

· Council does not want to ban outdoor furnace systems; keep the ordinance as is which is to allow them as a CUP.

· Clarification on the bill for the shingling job; should be taken out of the building maintenance fund and what is not there take from CIP
· Karen on vacation for the next two weeks; Cami will be out for a couple of morning appointments so City Hall may be closed for a couple hours

· Saved the City $1,000 on the work comp final bill.

d) Committee Report

EDA – Mayor Nash questioned why they want to go with an outside attorney on some of the work on the EDA lot sales and not our City Attorney.  We are already using the City Attorney on some things why go with a different attorney.  The EDA feels that they would like to keep some of dollars spent local and feel that Kiltinen might have more knowledge on local land and the title searches etc.  

Personnel – Draft copies of the staff reviews were handed out.  Contact a Personnel Committee Member by Friday at noon if you don’t agree with what is written.  If they don’t hear from you then it will be assumed that everyone agrees with them.  A suggestion will come back from the Finance Committee on any type of pay increase for 2010.  
Joint Powers – Mayor Nash met with the group Friday of last week.  He received an update from Peter Grant on protocol for H1N1 outbursts at the school; their target number is 15 – 29% of students sick to close school or a significant amount of staff.  Some discussion on having the Joint Venture group pay for part of the Athletic Directors salary.  Peter Grant wants to address the Council on this, Mayor Nash suggested at the retreat.  The group is still working out the old playground equipment.

MRA – has a meeting on October 1 w/SHPO and the City regarding the limestone culvert FEMA project.
