ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  add Scott Rose and Jerry Platz
MINUTES – November 10th Meeting:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Nash to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member More and second by Mayor Carlson to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $59,319.23.  Motion carried unanimously.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  reported that Minnesota Rural Water Association will be conducting a school in St. Cloud on December 11th.  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Nash that one (1) member of the Maintenance Department attend the school with expenses paid by the City.  Motion carried unanimously.

LINSCO/PRIVATE LEDGER – Susan Gray:  Ms Gray was present to discuss investment options for a $30,000 CD that recently matured.  Council will review rate information at the next meeting.
CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT – Bill Angerman:  
∙ Mr. Angerman presented Final Pay Request No. 3 for Automatic Systems, Inc and Final Pay Request No. 5 to Phoenix Fabricators & Erectors Inc. and recommended that the Council accept the project as being complete and to make final payments as recommended.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to accept the work performed by Phoenix Fabricators and to make final payment of $42,857.60.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Member Nash and second by Member Larsen to accept the work performed by Automatic Systems and to make final payment of $5,555.90.  Motion carried unanimously.
∙ inquired as to the status of the water line extension in Block 7 of Original Plat as discussed at the October 27th meeting.  Consensus of the Council was that the work should be performed correctly the first time so that it would not have to be redone at a future date.  Motion by Member Nash and second by Mayor Carlson that Jim Maxson must extend the 4” water main and connect two (2) services to it to supply water to the twinplex.  Motion carried unanimously.
∙ gave an update on the TH 14 study that is being done to decide the location of interchanges and cloverleafs along the highway.  

PARK BOARD MINUTES – September 23rd, September 30th, October 9th, October 28th and November 7th:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to accept the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

2004 ANNUAL ASSESSMENT AGREEMENT:  Motion by Member More and second by Mayor Carlson to enter into an agreement for assessment services with Dodge County.  Motion carried unanimously.
RELAY STATION ENTERTAINMENT CONCERNS:  Jon Ewing and Jerry Platz spoke on behalf of the 1st Congregational Church members, some of whom were present.  There was concern amongst the residents as to the type of entertainment that was being booked at the Relay Station.  Recently the events were “Hollywood Knockouts” and “Men of Playgirl”.  Mr. Ewing stated that these types of activities lead to assault, property damage, alcoholism and prostitution.  He stressed that if this continues, he will not feel comfortable letting his kids walk from their home to the downtown businesses.  Reverend Platz read a letter to the Editor that will be printed in the upcoming DCI.  Mayor Carlson reiterated that law enforcement should be called if there are violations to Mantorville’s Zoning Ordinance Section 4.6 “Adult Uses”.  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Nash that the City Clerk write a letter to Richard Swenke, owner of the Relay Station, letting him know about the complaints the City has received and include a copy of the ordinance for his review.  Motion carried unanimously.
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Dale Brannan:  Chief Brannan inquired as to whether or not the Council had been discussing merging the Mantorville Fire Department and the Kasson Fire Department again recently.  After much discussion, the Council assured Chief Brannan that the Council as a whole had not pursued the idea.
LAW ENFORCEMENT REPORT – Deputy Scott Rose:  
∙ reported that he and Deputy Matthew Petz are classified as the Mantorville deputies and they are trying to be more visible in the community;


∙ said that they are seeing more assaults on deputies throughout the County;


∙ looking at ways to raise $5,000 for t-sar guns and training;


∙ has never had a call to the Relay Station during his shift;


∙ warrants are now listed on the Dodge County website;

∙ reported that Dodge Center has seen success since adopting a disorderly use ordinance and that most of the other Cities in the County have chosen not to do inspections of the rental properties and that most of the administrative work would fall back on the Sheriff’s Department

MAYOR’S REPORT:

∙ Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Nash to approve the job descriptions for Mayor and for Council Members.  Motion carried unanimously.

∙ Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to approve Resolution No. 12-2003 “Declaring that a Vacancy Exists on the Mantorville City Council”.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson, Members Larsen and Nash voting aye and Member More voting nay.  

∙ ideas for filling the vacancy: advertise in the newspaper, on the cable channel, on the water bills and in the LMC Cities Bulletin.  Applications will be accepted until 5 p.m. on December 8th and will be reviewed at the regularly scheduled meeting.

∙ staff from Senator Norm Coleman’s office will be at City Hall on December 2nd to discuss the Rural Renaissance initiative;
∙ the City’s Truth in Taxation public hearing will be on December 8th at 8:00 p.m.;
